ATTENDANCE
A public hearing and a regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water and Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado, was called and held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado, with the following Directors present and acting:

Also present were Scott Jones, District Manager; John McWilliams, District Superintendent;  Lorraine Scherer, Director of Administration;  Tim Beaton, District Attorney and Jack Schroeder of Van Schooneveld.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Talbott called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

AVAILABILITY OF SERVICE OR FACILITIES CHARGE

Manager Jones stated that notices of the Public Hearing concerning the Availability of Service charges were mailed out to each taxpaying citizen of the District on January 18, 2000, by first class mail.

The District received correspondence from Stuart McNab regarding the availability of service fees.  The letter will be attached and made a part of these minutes.  Kevin Burke, another Genesee resident had called Manager Jones to express his opinion concerning the availability of service fees.  Mr. Burke stated that he doesn’t have a problem paying the fees, it is the amount of the fees to which he objects.  

Attorney Beaton reviewed the bond resolutions and documents and determined that the District does not have an obligation to impose availability of service charges pursuant to the 1993 bond refunding, the 1994 loan agreement or the 1996 bond refunding.  There was a reference to the availability of service charges as being a portion of the revenues available to these general obligation pledges.  However, there was no specific pledge by the District that the availability of service charges would be continued through the length of those debt obligations.  

Director Quirke asked what the effect on the budget would be if the availability of service charge was eliminated.  Manager Jones explained the revenue generated by the availability of service charges is decreasing annually as lots are being built out and metered.  The difference in revenue would cause the mill levy to be increased slightly.

Manager Jones proceeded to review the proposed 2000 charges as calculated.  These charges are based on the 50% maximum allowable by law.  Further discussion continued as to the need to continue charging the maximum allowable and what the impact on the District would be if the percentage charged were reduced.

Further discussion ensued.  Director Castle expressed a desire to overall reduce the charges and equalize the amount charged between residential and office commercial, using the E.Q.R. method as a basis.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Quirke, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors continued the availability of service charges for the year 2000, in the following amounts:  residential water is to be $12.00 per E.Q.R. bi-monthly, residential sewer is to be $12.00 per E.Q.R. bi-monthly, office and commercial water $12.00 per E.Q.R. ($5.70/1000 square foot) bi-monthly, office and commercial sewer $10.00 per E.Q.R. ($4.76/1000 square foot) bi-monthly.  The motion passed three to two with Director Williams and Chairman Talbott voting nay.

It was noted the approved charges for 2000 were 50% or less than the maximum allowable amount in all classes except Office Commercial sewer.  Office Commercial sewer users will be charged slightly less than the maximum allowable amount as part of the process begun with the recent rate changes to equalize the residential and commercial sewer rates.

Director Castle suggested the Board agenda this discussion for August to prepare for the year 2001.

The resolution for the amount of the charges will be amended and presented again at the February meeting of the Board of Directors.

1999 AUDITED FINANCIALS

Mr. Jack Schroeder of Van Schooneveld reviewed the 1999 audited financial statements.  The opinion of the auditors on the financial statements will be that they do present fairly, the financial position, results of operations and cash flows of the District for 1999 in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.

Mr. Schroeder reviewed the footnotes.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Quirke, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the draft of the audited financials with two minor corrections.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott 

voting aye.

2000 POSTING LOCATIONS FOR MEETINGS

The posting locations for the meetings of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors for the year 2000 were reviewed.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle, seconded by Director Quirke, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the resolution to adopt the posting locations for the Districts meetings to be held in the year 2000 as presented.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

MAY 2, 2000 REGULAR ELECTION

Designation of Election Official – Mrs. Scherer was appointed as the designated election official.

Adoption of Election Resolution – It was decided to add mail in ballots to the election resolution. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District approved the Election Resolution as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.




MINUTES
The minutes of the December 14, 1999 meeting of the Board of Directors were reviewed.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Castle, the December 14, 1999 minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

LEGAL REPORT



Attorney Beaton reviewed the Evergreen equities case.  This  is  a Jefferson County District court case concerning an inclusion issue.  It was Attorney Beaton’s suggestion, the Board agenda an inclusion policy workshop for February 2000 and review the rules and regulations at that time as well.

The Board agreed to schedule the workshop in conjunction with the February Board meeting.  


MANAGER’S REPORT


Project Update on the Storage and Augmentation Reservoir.  Manager Jones stated the pond had been refilled at the end of December.  After the pond was refilled, it became obvious the reservoir is still losing water at about half of the previous rate of loss.  The contractor has offered assurances that they will continue to work with the District on getting the leak(s) repaired. 


Attorney Beaton left the meeting at this time.

E.Q.R. Report - Manager Jones reviewed the E.Q.R. report for the month of December 1999.  Manager Jones reported that no additional E.Q.R. had been added for December.  The total E.Q.R.’s added for 1999 was 18, bringing the developed obligations to 1334 residential and 119 office commercial.

Water Withdrawn and Returned - Manager Jones summarized the report of Water Withdrawn and Water Returned to Bear Creek for the month of December. The water withdrawn from Bear Creek during December was 9,109,000 gallons.  5,641,000 gallons from the sewage effluent was diverted to the storage reservoir #1.  The total water returned to Bear Creek for the month was 2,668,000 gallons. There was a 91.22% return for the month and an 81.87% year to date return.  The percentages of return include treated effluent diverted to the storage reservoir.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports showed the plant to be in compliance.  There were 48 Turbidity readings for the month of December with the highest reading being 0.14 NTU’s. There were zero Turbidity readings greater than the MCL. There were 63 chlorine residual measurements taken from the distribution system with zero measurements where no chlorine was detected.  

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Reports for the month of December shows an average flow of .277 million gallons per day coming into the plant with the highest flow for one day being .335 million gallons. 

The phosphorus poundage was 13.3lbs. The running total for the year at the end of December was 364.6lbs.  The highest phosphorus reading for the month was 0.80mg/l. There was a 98.8% efficiency on the BOD removal and 95.4% efficiency on the suspended solids removal.  

The Quarterly Water Treatment Plant Discharge Report for the fourth quarter show no discharges at any of the three discharge points.

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Mrs. Scherer presented the cash disbursements made during December 1999.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Quirke, seconded by Director Richardson unanimously carried with Chairman Talbott voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for December 1999 were approved as submitted.

OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS
There was no new business.

ADJOURN
There being no further business and upon motion duly made, 

seconded and unanimously carried, the regular meeting was adjourned.
