ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

2254 STONECROP WAY – Sewer Service Line

District Superintendent McWilliams stated that he was contacted last November by Jeff Rausch of Rausch Excavating concerning a recurring sewer service line problem at 2254 Stonecrop Way, Filing 9, Lot 309. Mr. Gregg Richter, contractor for the property owners (Mr. & Mrs. Zapka), stated that the original sewer service line appeared to be flat and that it didn’t have the fall needed to let solids pass through it without settling out.  Periodically the solids collect in the service line and it backs up.  He stated that the house is located in the center of Lot 309 and the sewer service line comes out to the right and to the southeast and ties into the sewer stub created for that lot by the original developer.

Mr. Richter stated that he uncovered about 30 or 40 feet of the stub and checked the fall and that the stub is running flat and at a couple of places, it is running uphill. 

Attorney Beaton stated that under the District’s Rules and Regulations, the stub itself would be considered part of the sewer service line that is part of the property owner’s responsibility for maintenance and ownership. Manager Jones stated a sewer service line is the line that connects the home to the District owned main line.

District Superintendent McWilliams stated that a portion of the line itself was reinstalled by Mr. Richter. He stated that Mr. Richter may have had the proper fall, but the reinstalled portion of the sewer service line is approximately five inches below where it needs to be in order to properly tie into what is believed to be the original sewer service stub line.

Chair Castle asked Mr. & Mrs. Zapka if they had a proposal or a request of the District.  Mr. Zapka replied yes, but did not have a formal proposal. He stated that the research he has done regarding the correction of the sewer service line has cost over $10,000.  He stated that he had a copy of an inspection report that Genesee Water & Sanitation District had done on this line. He also stated that the Jefferson County Planning Department shows that the stub line has to have a ¼ inch linear foot fall.  Mr. Zapka stated he felt the issue was that the sewer service line from the house to the stub never should have passed inspection.  He stated that he is asking the District to fix the service line. He stated that this was not routine maintenance this was something that was unforeseen to the homeowner, and that they purchased the home in 1991 and have had six service calls. 

Attorney Beaton stated that his concern is the precedent of the District taking responsibility for an inspection that was done a number of years ago on a sewer service line that is owned and maintenance is to be performed by the property owner. 

A copy of Gregg Richter’s report is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Mr. Zapka stated that Jefferson County has documents that state that Genesee Water & Sanitation District provides functioning sewer lines to each parcel of land within Filing 9.  Chair Castle stated that there is a disagreement concerning the interpretation of the county documents and that the District’s responsibility stops at the sewer main line, and the property owner’s responsibility takes over from the tap into the main line to the residence.

Executive Session

Director McNab MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for a conference with legal counsel for the purpose of receiving legal advice on a specific legal question under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Richardson, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.
Director McNab MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Richardson.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Chair Castle thanked the Zapkas for waiting and stated that after discussions with legal counsel, the Board and staff believe that the District owns the sewer main and is responsible for the main, and that the property owner owns the line where it connects to the main from that point to the residence.  Therefore, if the Zapkas have other evidence or agreements that disagree with the above, the Board would like to review and consider them. The Board also offered to video the stub at the District’s cost to see if the District could determine what was wrong and what an appropriate solution might be. The Zapkas were invited to attend the Board’s next meeting on February 26, 2002 for further discussion.

BEAR CREEK WATERSHED ASSOCIATION – Agreement with Denver Regional Council of Governments

Manager Jones recommended continued participation in the Bear Creek Watershed Association subject to annual appropriation of required funds as referenced by a memo included in the board packets, which is made part of these minutes by attachment.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab to enter into the agreement with the Bear Creek Watershed Association subject to the annual appropriation of funds by the District Board to fulfill the District’s payment obligation under the agreement. The motion was seconded by Director Richardson and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

ADOPT 2002 RESOLTION – Regarding Posting Locations for Meetings

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab to adopt the 2002 resolution regarding Posting Locations for Meetings.  The motion was seconded by Director Williams, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

2002 PROPERTY AND LIABILITY INSURANCE PACKAGE

Manager Jones stated that the District’s insurance package was identical to last year’s package, except the premium is less for 2002 compared to 2001.

MAY 2002 REGULAR ELECTION

Mail Ballot with Walk-In Voting Site Located at District Office

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District shall have a mail ballot election with a walk-in voting site. The motion passed three to two with Director Richardson and Director Williams voting nay and Chair Castle voting aye.

Designation of Election Official

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District to appoint Mrs. Schrimp as the designated election official. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Adoption of Election Resolution

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District approved the Election Resolution as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the December 11, 2001 regular meeting as corrected.

LEGAL

Genesee Filing 11, Lot 48 Easement Agreement for Proposed Lift Station

Attorney Beaton reviewed the Easement Agreement and stated that Mr. Mulvihill is considering granting the District an easement. Manager Jones stated Mr. Mulvihill has the latest Easement Agreement draft and will meet with him this week. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District authorized Chair Castle to execute the Easement Agreement if the Grantor agrees to execute it as it is written.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Manager Jones stated that if the Mulvihill’s request any changes to the easement agreement, the agreement would be brought back before the Board if staff and legal counsel find it necessary. 
Clifton Gunderson, LLP

Attorney Beaton stated that he will call Manager Jones after he speaks to Jack Schroeder of Clifton Gunderson, but he doesn’t believe that Clifton Gunderson will be willing to modify the engagement letter in any material respect.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Terrace Lift Station

Manager Jones stated that the District has completed the design engineering. He stated that he was waiting for the final design drawings from Jacobson Helgoth before presenting it to the ARC.  Construction should begin the end of March depending on the weather. The project will take approximately four months from start and should be completed by late July or mid August.
