CALL TO ORDER

1st Vice President Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of September 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of September 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report - The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of September 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

3rd Quarter 2006 Discharge Report – Water Treatment Plant
No discharges were reported during the 3rd Quarter of 2006.

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

The Board reviewed and discussed the cash disbursements for the month of September 2006. There were no objections.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the reservoir cash status, the cash and investments, the financial recap and quarterly report for the month of September 2006.

GENESEE FOUNDATION – Proposed Tree Trimming

The Genesee Foundation has been marking trees for removal or thinning as part of their meadow restoration process. Some of the trees they marked for removal are on the District property. Director Mefford said some of the proposed trees should remain to grow to allow screening from the District’s sanitation treatment facility.

Motion: Motion made by Director Collins and seconded by Director Strand, delegating Director Mefford to work with the various entities as needed to help in selecting, which trees should be removed and which trees should remain. The motion passed unanimously. 

Director Mefford added that the residents on Bitterroot were told there would be adequate landscaping or shielding the sanitation treatment facility when it was built. Director Mefford said there has always been a pervasive concern that the facility didn’t get landscaped or shielded the way they thought it should be initially. He asked if the Foundation’s Forestry Committee could come up with something that could grow there. 

RESERVOIR PROJECT

Reservoir Progress – Slide Show Presentation

Mr. William Stanton and Director Mefford put together a slide show presentation of the reservoir progress. Director Strand began by showing the SEO approved dam plan and spillway then moved on to the weekly progress slides of excavating the dam foundation and producing RCC aggregate.  The audience asked questions and made comments. A copy of the slide presentation is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Project Update

Manager Jones said they are behind schedule, up to one month, and that the current schedule is now more dependent upon the weather. He also said that once the foundation is exposed, the geologist and the engineer working together will present it to the State Engineer for their review and approval. Once this is complete dental concrete can be placed, then the RCC will commence. 

Project Costs

Director Collins said that the District is getting its monies worth of what it has paid out versus what has been installed thus far. The change order was submitted to the State Engineer and the approved drawings have been sent back. ASI-Flatiron has until October 30th to respond back to the reservoir committee if the change order has any additional costs added. At that point, the District will know where it stands in comparison to the overall budget. Director Mefford said most of the budget is a line item issue where there is already a fixed unit cost associated. He said there may be a few odd things like railings that may not have been included in those unit costs. 

2006 AUDIT

Audit Engagement Letter from Wagner, Barnes & Burke

Ms. Schrimp said the District received an engagement letter from Wagner, Barnes & Burke to do the District’s 2006 audit. They increased their maximum fee by about $1,000 to cover the additional procedures based on dam construction.  Chair McNab asked if the terms in the letter are the same terms that Attorney Beaton has approved in the past. Manager Jones said the Board could approve the engagement letter contingent upon Attorney Beaton’s approval. The Board instructed Manager Jones to execute the engagement letter contingent upon legal council’s review and approval.

2006 PROPOSED BUDGET – Draft

Manager Jones said the first draft of the budget was prepared and filed in the District’s office on October 13, 2006 and was also delivered to the District’s Board of Directors that same day. Legal notice of this meeting and public hearing concerning the proposed 2007 budget was published on October 19, 2006 in the Golden Transcript. 

Manager Jones began with a brief discussion explaining the Budget Message. Director Strand suggested that current tap fees be included on page 3. Chair McNab also added a couple of comments to page 4. Manager Jones reviewed the Government and reservoir project portion of the budget. 

Manager Jones said that page 5 is a list of capital expenses and improvement projects. The Board discussed and asked questions reviewing each capital expense listed.

Chair McNab said the five-year forecast helps the Board determine if the District should raise fees or not.  The Board will review water, sewer, tap and all fees at the December 2006 Board meeting. 

The Board asked questions and made suggestions for the staff to consider i.e., possible ways of lowering the costs of energy. No specific changes were made to the 2007 proposed budget. However, it was agreed to by the Board based on Manager Jones’ recommendation to increase the 2007 transfer from Government to Enterprise for administrative services reimbursement.

MINUTES

Motion: Motion made by Director Stand and seconded by Director Collins, the September 26, 2006 minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS

Membrane Filtration

Director Strand said he would like to have the experts on this subject talk to the Board as early next year as possible.  He wants to know how serious an issue this is and if it is, the need to study our own water and what it would take to clean it up.  Director Mefford said he has heard a lot of different things as to how serious or not this issue is. Superintendent McWilliams said he wonders what the EPA is doing about this and what they will require in the future.  Director Collins agreed. Director Mefford asked Manager Jones for the cost differentials between the RO, the Micro and the Ultra filtration systems.

Director Collins said he would like to first find out if the reservoir is going to help with the TOC issues. Manager Jones said the reservoir is going to help with the turbidity in the springtime, but as far as TOC’s he did not believe there would be a significant reduction. The District began enhanced coagulation through the exiting facilities and so far it has been working on lowering the TOC’s, but the new coagulant could be causing other problems that are not known yet. Superintendent McWilliams said something else that is coming is the TOC control in wastewater effluent, which affects the way the District disinfects at the wastewater plant. 

Director Strand, Director Daviess and Superintendent McWilliams agreed to be the Board’s subcommittee and talk to the experts first. They will report back to the Board before a public meeting is scheduled. Superintendent McWilliams will make the arrangements for the subcommittee to meet with the experts at their earliest convenience. 

NEW BUSINESS

There was no new business.

ADJOURNED

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
