ATTENDANCE 

A regular and published public hearing meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

Also present were Scott Jones, District Manager; Debbie Schrimp, Director of Administration; John McWilliams, District Superintendent; Tim Beaton, District Attorney.

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

DISTRICT BUSINESS

“2001” PROSPOSED BUDGET

Manager Jones began the discussion by explaining the addition of two new paragraphs to page 4, of the Budget Message under Revenue to the Enterprise Fund stating the last rate increase date of water and sewer service fees, and water and sewer tap fees.  Discussion ensued regarding service charges and tap fees. A general discussion of service charges and tap fees will be continued as an agenda item at the January 2001 or February 2001 meeting. 

Manager Jones further reviewed the capital improvement schedule on page 5 and noted the addition of a footnote briefly stating the status of the reservoir project.

Discussion ensued as to the proper transfer of funds from the Government fund to the Enterprise fund.  This year’s audit will include separate lines indicating year ending funds available for Government and Enterprise individually. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Richardson and unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors approved the resolution summarizing expenditures and revenues and adopting the 2001 Budget.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Simmons and unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors approved the resolution levying general property taxes for the year 2001 to help defray the cost of government for the Genesee Water & Sanitation District, Jefferson County Colorado, for the budget year.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Williams and unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors approved the certification of tax levies and approved and authorized the District Manager and Director of Administration to conform the mill levy and related budget documents, if it should become necessary to do so, to a change in District assessed valuation recertified by the Jefferson County Assessors office on or prior to December 15, 2000.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Williams and unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors approved the resolution appropriating sums of money for the year 2001.

DISTRICT COMMERCIAL INSURANCE PACKAGE

Manager Jones began by introducing Mr. Grant Goodson from Wells Fargo Insurance, Inc.  Mr. Goodson summarized the District’s current coverage and stated that he had the District’s 2001 liability coverage out for bid right now for  the January 1 renewal date, but has not received any figures at this time. 

Mr. Goodson reviewed the District’s coverage and stated that the District has liability coverage for everything except earthquake or flood. Mr. Goodson stated that his job and Manager Jones job was to make sure that all District property is insured up to 90% of its replacement cost.  Mr. Goodson stated that the District’s General Liability covers legal liability, if the District does something wrong.  Mr. Goodson recommended the District purchase Employee Practices Liability coverage because it is excluded from all general liability policies.  Mr. Goodson also suggested increasing the umbrella to $5,000,000 instead of $1,000,000.  Director Williams asked Mr. Goodson what other liabilities he could think of that might not be covered?  Mr. Goodson stated that if the District picks up the Employee Practices Liability then the District will have all that there is to have.  Mr. Goodson stated that if he served on this Board, there would not be a thing he would ask a Broker to provide that is not there. He restated three things to consider - 1)  Make sure the limits are correct on the property. 2) EPLI coverage. 3) Increase umbrella.  

Manager Jones asked the Board what they would like him to pursue, other than getting quotes for Employee Practices Liability and increasing the umbrella.  Director McNab suggested that he get quotes on every million dollars, up to five million.  

2001 BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING SCHEDULE

Chair Castle requested the 2001 meeting notice include the following statement, “the Board may hold meetings at a different location within the District boundaries upon prior notice.”

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors approved the 2001 schedule of regular meetings.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

The next Board of Directors meeting (December 12, 2000) will be held at the Vista Clubhouse and have an agenda that will be between 4:00 pm and 5:30pm. Residents will be asked to come and honor John Talbott and Terence Quirke at 5:30pm. A notice will be included in the next Genescene. 

Director Williams asked how many meetings the Board was considering having within the District.  Chair Castle suggested that the meetings be held within the District quarterly.  Manager Jones stated that the minutes of the August meeting stated having one meeting per year within the District was discussed. Discussion of the place and time of the meetings will be discussed at a later date.

ENGAGEMENT LETTER FOR FINANCIAL AUDIT OF DISTRICT

Manager Jones stated that he spoke to Steve at VanSchooneveld & Co., Inc. and that the engagement letter received was not a commitment for a three year contract as it appears, but rather a confirmation for the 2000 audit.  VanSchooneveld’s fee history has been around a 3% increase yearly.  Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the engagement letter from VanSchooneveld & Co., Inc. for the 2000 audit. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Richardson the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the October 24, 2000 regular meeting and public hearing minutes as submitted. 

LEGAL REPORT

Attorney Beaton discussed the filing of the Settlement Agreement and Memorandum with the Jefferson County recording process.  Attorney Beaton spoke to Mr. Mauro regarding this issue and he suggested that he contact the Assistant Jefferson County attorney about this.  The Assistant Attorney researched this matter and he could not find any case or any administrative regulatory authority to expunge the record.  Mr. Mauro is aware of this problem, but apparently he has not talked to his clients about it. Mr. Mauro is waiting to hear from Attorney Beaton as to what can be accomplished with Jefferson County first.  Attorney Beaton asked the Board for direction as to whether to have the document sealed or to present the research to Mr. Mauro and state that it was inadvertently recorded.  The Board suggested that Attorney Beaton write a letter to Mr. Mauro for Ms. Madden and Ms. Lynch apologizing for inadvertently filing both documents and enclose the legal research that was done noting that the District did everything it could to correct the recording.  Chair Castle also suggested that Ms. Madden and Ms. Lynch have the opportunity to record anything that they would like the District to record. 

Attorney Beaton stated that the Rockland Church needs to have a final inclusion agreement.  Drafts have been provided and a final version of the inclusion agreement and the payment of tap fees will be discussed at the December meeting.

Attorney Beaton also suggested that the December agenda include discussion of the Indemnification Resolution.  Term limits will also need to be decided. If the District does not attempt to remove term limits it will have some affect in 2004. Discussion was tabled at this time. 

MANAGER’S REPORT

Project Update – Genesee Storage & Augmentation Reservoir #1

Manager Jones presented a letter that was sent to Hydrometrics and stated that to date the District has not received a response.  If the District can locate the leak, it will be repaired and covered under Colorado Lining’s warranty. Manager Jones stated that the reservoir was drained and it has about 6 inches of water at the bottom, which is now ice.  It will be difficult to find the leak.  It was the District’s intention to drain the reservoir, repair the leak and refill it prior to the cold weather.  Manager Jones stated he is trying to get this project done this year.  If there is no response from Hydrometrics, then the District will advertise for the completion of the project.  Attorney Beaton suggested that the surety company be notified and approve in writing of the District’s direction so that the bond is not voided.  Discussion ensued regarding Hydrometrics and incurring additional costs if Hydrometrics files for bankruptcy.  Manager Jones stated that the strategy is to wait a few more days to hear from Hydrometrics then proceed with closing the project.

E.Q.R. Report – The EQR Report was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report  was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports – The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Ms. Schrimp presented the cash disbursements made during November 2000.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab seconded by Director Williams unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for October 2000 were approved as submitted.

OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS
Manager Jones stated he received a letter from Mr. & Ms. Salter regarding South Larkspur Drive, vacant Lot l05 concerning relocating the sewer line.  Mr. Alan Wolff is the developer of the property and would like to reroute the sewer line.  Manager Jones stated that after examination of the line there is a way to reroute the sewer and keep a gravity system all within the same property.  It would also improve the slope of that one section of sewer main.  Currently there is a 1/2% grade and would be changed with a 2% minimum. There is also currently a bend in the sewer main and that would be eliminated.  Mr. Wolff will pay all expenses to have this done and there will be no disruption of service. The Board recommended that Manager Jones proceed with writing Ms. Salter a letter addressing each of her concerns and relocating the sewer line.

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
