ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

DISTRICT BUSINESS

DISTRIBUTION OF FINAL BUDGET FOR THE YEAR 2001

Manager Jones provided a bound copy of the final budget to each Board member and stated that he received the updated assessed valuation from Jefferson County on December 1, 2000. Per the Board’s directive the mill levy was conformed to the new assessed valuation and is reflected in the final budget.

Attorney Beaton suggested that the District send out letters regarding the discontinuation of the Availability of Service charge for 2001.  Manager Jones stated that a note would be put on the December statement stating that there would no longer be an Availability of Service charge.

DISTRICT COMMERCIAL INSURANCE PACKAGE

Manager Jones began by giving the Board a history of the District’s insurance providers and premiums.  The Board was provided with quotes and a brief description of coverage from Special Districts Association Property and Liability Pool (SDA) and St. Paul Fire and Marine Insurance Company.  Manager Jones made a comparison of cost and coverage between St. Paul and SDA(. Included in the SDA quote is coverage for no fault coverage.  Director McNab suggested that there may be a significant difference between the Excess liability coverage and the Umbrella coverage.  Chair Castle asked the Board what their consensus of the general liability limit they would like to carry.  Attorney Beaton stated he would recommend $2 million minimum. Attorney Beaton was also concerned with SDA’s Employees Practices Liability deductible (50% of loss in excess of the Public Officials Liability Deductible, subject to a maximum deductible of $100,000 for each occurrence.)  Chair Castle asked the Board for discussion and recommendations on: 1) The liability limit for excess or umbrella coverage.  It was recommended that the excess liability be $5 Million, (an additional five million over the current one million for a total of six million). 2) Elect to take no fault sewer back up coverage.  It was decided that if the District chose SDA’s coverage then the no fault sewer back up coverage would be included.  Further discussion of additional sewer back up coverage was tabled until the January or February 2001 Board meeting. 3) If the heavy deductible on SDA’s Employee Practices Liability would be a decision breaker? Further discussion ensued and it was recommended that Director McNab review SDA’s Excess liability and St. Paul’s Umbrella policy for clarity, and that SDA’s Employee Practices Liability deductible be reviewed before deciding on a company at this time.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors voted to conditionally accept the Special District Association policy, pending a review by the staff, counsel and interested members of the Board to see whether the Employee Practices Liability deductible is as severe as it reads in their proposal, in which case alternatively the District should take the proposal by St. Paul.   The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

2001 BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING SCHEDULE

Manager Jones stated that the 2001 Board of Directors Meeting Schedule was amended to reflect that the Board may hold meetings at different locations within the District boundaries upon prior notice.

MINUTES

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the November 14, 2000 regular meeting and public hearing minutes as submitted. 

LEGAL REPORT

Director Richardson provided a Summary of Staff Accomplishments for 2000 to the Board for their signature.  Chair Castle asked for the Board’s consensus of giving each staff member a bonus ($300) before Christmas.  A special telephone meeting will be conducted. 

Attorney Beaton stated that Mr. Mauro indicated that Ms. Lynch and Ms. Madden would be concerned about recording anything further. Mr. Mauro stated that he will write a proposal to the Board to revisit the 6 year issue regarding the limit on liability.  

Attorney Beaton stated two other issues needing to be addressed are the Rockland Church Inclusion Agreement and the Indemnification Resolution. Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton will discuss both of these issues and present them to the Board at the January meeting. 

MANAGER’S REPORT

Project Update – Genesee Storage & Augmentation Reservoir #1

Manager Jones stated that at this time the Reservoir is being filled as a result of cold temperatures. He stated that he also received a response from Hydrometrics.  At this time the bond is still in force and the plan is to wait until next spring to continue.  

E.Q.R. Report – The EQR Report was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report  was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports – The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Manager Jones stated that the proposed relocation of the sewer line on South Larkspur Drive was currently on hold until further notice.
