A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water and Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado, was called and held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado, with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Talbott called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

MINUTES
The minutes of the January 25, 2000 meeting of the Board of Directors were reviewed.  

Director Castle made an addition to the minutes at the bottom of page two, third paragraph from the bottom, last sentence, following maximum allowable amount, to read “as part of the process begun with the recent rate changes to equalize the residential and commercial sewer rates.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Quirke and seconded by Director Richardson, the January 25, 2000 minutes were approved as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

LEGAL REPORT



There was no new legal business.  Attorney Beaton stated he would discuss with the Board during the workshop the inclusion issues.

TEMPORARY APPOINTMENT

Director Quirke will be out of town March and April and a temporary 




Secretary/Treasurer needed to be appointed.

The April meeting of the Board of Directors may be cancelled since Chairman Talbott, Directors Quirke, Richardson and Williams may be out of town and have a scheduling conflict.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by      

Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors appointed Director Williams as the temporary Secretary/Treasurer.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Quirke and seconded by      

Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors appointed Director Castle as the assistant temporary Secretary/Treasurer during the time Director Williams may be out of town.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.


MANAGER’S REPORT


E.Q.R. Report - Manager Jones reviewed the E.Q.R. report for the month of January 2000.  Manager Jones reported that no additional E.Q.R. had been added for January.  

Water Withdrawn and Returned - Manager Jones summarized the report of Water Withdrawn and Water Returned to Bear Creek for the month of January. The water withdrawn from Bear Creek during January was 9,690,000 gallons.  One of the reasons for the higher amount withdrawn was a substantial amount of water was used in fighting the fire in the Office Commercial property, Lot 8B. 

The total water returned to Bear Creek for the month was 8,569,000 gallons. There was an 88.43% return for the month and year to date return.  The percentages of return do not include 3,530,000 gallons returned from the storage reservoir.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports showed the plant to be in compliance.  There were 49 Turbidity readings for the month of January with the highest reading being 0.15 NTU’s. There were zero Turbidity readings greater than the MCL. There were 74 chlorine residual measurements taken from the distribution system with zero measurements where no chlorine was detected.  

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Reports for the month of January shows an average flow of .276 million gallons per day coming into the plant with the highest flow for one day being .330 million gallons. 

The phosphorus poundage was 60.5lbs. The running total for the year at the end of January was 60.5lbs.  The highest phosphorus reading for the month was 0.80mg/l. There was a 97.9% efficiency on the BOD removal and 97.0% efficiency on the suspended solids removal.  

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Mrs. Scherer presented the cash disbursements made during January 2000.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Quirke, seconded by Director Williams unanimously carried with Chairman Talbott voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for January 2000 were approved as submitted.
