CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned/Including Storage – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of March, 2009 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Bear Creek Stream Flows – Currently, stream flows are up slightly and near average because of the rainfall received two weeks ago.  
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report –Superintendent McWilliams presented the Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of March 2009.  A copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.  

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report – Superintendent McWilliams presented the Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of March 2009. A copy will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.  
Sewage Overflow, April 17th – Aster Lift Station
The sewage overflow at the Aster Lift Station on April 17th occurred because of a power outage and the District’s inability to get the portable generator to the Station because of the heavy snowfall.  Samples for EColi were negative. A copy of the report sent to State Department of Health is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.
Staff will temporarily place and house the 75kw generator located at the Waste Water Treatment Plant at the Aster Lift Station.  Manager Jones suggested moving the replacement of the Aster Lift Station to next year on the District’s capital replacement schedule. Chair Mefford suggested purchasing a smaller generator for the Holly Lift Station so that the District is covered. 
ADMINISTRATION REPORT

Cash Disbursements

MINUTES

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand seconded by Director Collins the March 24, 2009 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as amended. The motion passed unanimously.
2008 FINANCIALS AUDIT- Eric Barnes, Wagner, Burke & Barnes, LLP
The 2008 audit was postponed until the May meeting. Mr. Barnes was unable to attend due to car trouble.

RULES & REGULATIONS – Proposed Billing Procedures Amendment – Past Due Accounts

Staff proposed changes to the District Rules & Regulations to shorten the time period of collecting on delinquent accounts.  Currently, the District allows 60 days to pass before an account is considered delinquent.    Manager Jones recommended 30 days.  Attorney Beaton suggested including party notification and reimbursement of associated attorney fees.  

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson and seconded by Director Spack to accept the billing changes as outlined with all corrections to be agreed upon by Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones and give the Board a hard copy when completed.  The motion passed unanimously.
LEGAL REPORT

CCOERA 401(a) Retirement Plan Document and Participation Agreements

Attorney Beaton prepared two resolutions (a five year and a seven year vesting schedule) for the Board to consider after discussion with Director Anderson and the CCOERA representative. Attorney Beaton said he confirmed that CCOERA will allow the District to have two different vesting schedules, one for the existing employees and one for new employees.  
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to adopt the five year vesting schedule for new employees as written and understands that forfeitures accrue as a benefit to the District.  The motion was seconded by Director Spack and passed unanimously.
Comments:   
Director Anderson said he asked Attorney Beaton to prepare a five year and a seven year vesting schedule, and would like the Board to adopt a vesting schedule, but personally is not passionate to which schedule is used. 
Director Spack asked Manager Jones which schedule he preferred?  Manager Jones said neither.  He said he understands the philosophy behind it as being a tool for retention, but feels the current program is a valuable tool as well, primarily for recruitment purposes.  

Loan Provision – New Request
Manager Jones said a long term employee has recently requested the Board implement the Loan Provision.  Manager Jones believes the Board should allow this and place a minimum of 5 years of employment before being eligible for a loan. The Board discussed the pros and cons of borrowing from retirement accounts.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Spack to approve the loan provision for employees who have five year tenure with the District was seconded by Chair Mefford.  The motion passed three to two with Directors Anderson and Strand voting no.

Fact Act – Identity Theft Prevention Policy

The Federal Trade Commission requires utilities to deal with identity theft provisions. Public Water and Sewer providers are required have in place a policy to establish a process of identifying potential identity theft. To be in compliance with regulations the District needs to adopt a policy that allows staff to address any identify thief that would arise by its customers. 
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to create a FACT Identity Theft Prevention policy as presented with the amendments that Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton agree on was seconded by Director Collins and passed unanimously.
Water Rights – Study Session

A Special Board meeting with an Executive Session will be tied to the Regular Board meeting on June 23rd. 

OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business.
NEW BUSINESS
New Truck

Manager Jones said the District will need to purchase a new truck, because an existing truck with over 137,000 miles ended up with major engine troubles last month. Originally, a new truck was on the 2009 Budget, but taken off because of economic conditions. The Board agreed to proceed with the purchase of a new truck.
PRV Replacement
Manager Jones said he had asked Director Collins and Chair Mefford continue their role as construction sub-committee for the PRV replacements similar to their assistance with the reservoir project. He added that he has already asked for Director Anderson’s assistance in getting Genesee Foundation’s permission for the necessary easements.
