Chair Mefford said Director Strand asked to be excused from the Board meeting. Motion made by the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors to excuse Director Strand from the August 25, 2009 Board of Directors meeting.
CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned/Including Storage – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of July, 2009 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Bear Creek Stream Flows – Stream flows are currently running at 13 cfs, which is still below the historical average.

MINUTES

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson seconded by Director Collins the July 28, 2009 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously.

2009 PROJECTS
Foothills and Columbine PRV Replacement

Manager Jones said the Foothills PRV is scheduled to be tied into the mainline tomorrow afternoon.  Potholing revealed the main was further out into the street than anticipated.  Director Anderson asked when the actual digging would begin. Manager Jones said he would like to start digging as soon as possible. He said he can wait for final permission from the Foundation before digging on Open Space, provided permission is granted at the September 9th Foundation meeting. Director Anderson said he doesn’t think there is anything that will negate the District from getting approval, but would be opposed to the District digging on Open Space before then.  The District has submitted a request and it is on the Foundation’s Agenda. If the District jumps the gun he believes the District’s credibility will be in question and wanted it on the record that if we move on to Open Space before we get the formal approval. Manager Jones said at a minimum he is scheduled to make the tie-in and end close to where the County right away ends. He said he wouldn’t do any digging of any depth on the Open Space. Director Anderson said he wasn’t talking about depth, and again said the District’s credibility is in question if we ask for permission and then do it without getting it. He said he believes there is a legal issue; it is not the District’s open space and there are two ways to go at it. Either by condemnation or by getting a utility easement, but to jump on that land before hand without either we have no legal right for that.
Director Anderson said the Foundation’s attorney has reviewed the Agreement and made a couple of minor edits.  He gave Manager Jones a copy. He said it was unfortunate that the Foundation did not have a meeting in August.  Chair Mefford asked if waiting is costing the District money. Manager Jones said it was more logistics, if anything. He said he is trying to get as much done as he can while the weather is decent. That is the big push. Chair Mefford agreed with Director Anderson and didn’t want to do it without their permission, and asked if the Foundation Board could be polled and give the District permission, if it was costing the District money.  Foundation Liaison Hintz suggested polling the Board by email.  Manager Jones said he is trying to do this as required staffing is available as the District is doing this work instead of contracting it out and the more time he has the better. Director Anderson said he didn’t mind taking the extra step and emailing the Foundation Board. Manager Jones agreed that it would be helpful and said the District hasn’t done any digging, but a backhoe is sitting on the property. Director Anderson said that is what prompted his question was when he saw the backhoe on the property. Liaison Hintz said some of the Board members asked to see the drawings of how this was going to look. Manager Jones said the only portions that will be above ground are two vent pipes; the hatchway and possibly a 1¼” sump pump discharge line, which may be hidden underground.  In the future there may be an electric meter for service. Director Anderson also said the District may need to do some landscaping to make this esthetically hidden and that it could be accomplished inexpensively.  
Director Anderson asked if all 8 PRV’s are scheduled for replacement.  Manager Jones said yes, they are on the capital replacement schedule. One PRV will be done each year, except in 2013 when two will be done with the last one in 2014. Director Anderson said he would like to forewarn the Foundation if there are significant infringements. He would like to notify them early in the year of the District plans so that we don’t get ourselves in a position that if they miss a board meeting we are finding things awkward. 
Aster Sewage Lift Station - Engineering
Manager Jones said the property for the station was sited and staked out and are researching various pumping applications. At the last meeting he mentioned that the District will be working with the Genesee Village HOA on this. The fact that the tennis courts are located on that property shouldn’t be a problem and he is trying to work around that. The District may want to extend the easement in that area.
District Mapping

Manager Jones has been talking to Diamondback Engineering and Surveying. Originally, the District was doing some of this work through Jacobson Satchell but a lot of that work is being subcontracted out to Diamondback Engineering and Surveying which is in the same building as Jacobson Satchell. He felt he had an opportunity to save some costs if the District went directly through Diamondback instead of through Jacobson Satchel. 
Manager Jones said he and John Enochs of Diamondback have put together a draft master agreement similar to the agreement with Jacobson Satchell. The final draft was sent to Attorney Beaton for review. Attorney Beaton said it was very similar to Jacobson Satchel’s agreement.
Manager Jones said what he is looking for now is Board approval on the Master Agreement, but was not quite ready for Task Order No. 1.  Task Order No. 1 could get approximately 60% of the work done this year for the amount budgeted. It would include surveying all the manholes and fire hydrants. He also purchased the CD from Jefferson County that has all the parcel data. Manger Jones said current estimates are approximately $50,000 to $55,000 to complete the mapping project. 
Director Anderson said he didn’t mind approving the agreement by email and exchanging notes, but he was against approving it until the Board has had a chance to go through it.  Chair Mefford asked if the District will have to purchase software. Manager Jones said yes, the District will purchase Arc View which is around $1,500. Director Anderson noted that the District is creating a master database of all of the capital infrastructure within the District and the task of creating that database is significant, but the task of maintaining should be relatively straight forward if the front end work has been done properly. Manager Jones agreed. 
Director Anderson asked if the budgeted amount of $30,000 at the start of year was anticipated for the whole project. Manager Jones said he has talked to representatives of other districts, some spend a lot of money on this and others try to do it themselves. He said he didn’t know what the total cost would be at the start of the year. Director Anderson asked if the money budgeted this year was going to be enough to cover the whole project. Manager Jones said no. Director Collins said he thought it was always split over two years. 
Manager Jones will email the Master Agreement to the Board for approval. It will be ratified at the next Board meeting.
