CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Bear Creek Stream Flows – Stream flows are currently running between 10 to 11 cfs which is a little below the 91 year historical average.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand seconded by Director Spack the January 27, 2009 Special Meeting minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously.
 Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Collins the January 27, 2009 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as amended. The motion passed unanimously.

DISTRICT RULES & REGULATIONS

Clarification of Petition for Inclusion – Procedure and Related Costs

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to approve the changes presented by Manager Jones to the District’s Rules & Regulations as they relate to inclusion was seconded by Director Anderson.  The motion passed unanimously.
PUBLIC HEARING – 6:00 PM
PETITION FOR INCLUSION

Doug & Hedy Small, 25950 Village Circle

Manager Jones said included in the Board packets is a petition for inclusion of property into the District with a proposed subdivision asking for two water and two sewer taps. The owner’s names are Doug & Hedy Small. Manager Jones stated the publication of notice of the filing of the petition had been competed. A letter of intent from the Small’s is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. A map of the property is also incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.
The Small’s are requesting their property be included into the District and are requesting the purchase of two water and two sewer taps. Manager Jones said that from a physical standpoint both a District owned water main and sewer main run parallel to Mt Vernon County Club Road on Mr. Small’s side of the street. Mr. Small said his property complies with all of the District’s inclusion guidelines and specifically addressed each one. 

Resident Knickel objected to including this property. He said past Board members had strong feelings as why they did not include this property in the past.  He said what bothered him was that this property was not in the Genesee Foundation and doesn’t believe there is enough water storage. 
Public comments were closed.
The Board discussed the District’s Service plan and together with the Spronk study felt reassured that the sale of two taps was reasonable. Attorney Beaton said if the Board was favorably considering this inclusion it would have to be conditioned upon Mr. Small’s securing approval of the subdivision by Jefferson County, which could take 6 to 12 months. The District could formally include the property and the taps fees would be payable once Mr. Small secures approval from the County. The Board wouldn’t want to allocate two taps to this property and not have a date defined as to when the revenue would be recognized. 
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Spack to approve the Small’s petition for inclusion and the sale of two water and two sewer taps. The Inclusion Agreement is to be based upon the conditions discussed and detailed by Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones with an April 1, 2010 deadline or the inclusion process will be forfeited. The motion was seconded by Director Anderson. The motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Anderson that the Board accept the Finance Committee recommendation to give staff direction that shows the Auditor that the District will have an Operations Reserve Fund of three months expenses which is approximately $412,000. Secondly, the District fulfills its obligation to residents by transferring $300,000 to the Capital Replacement Fund. ($150,000 in March 2009 and $150,000 in August 2009). The motion passed unanimously.
