CCOERA – Loan Provision for District Employees
To establish a loan program for District employees the District would need to sign the Loan Provision page of the Participation Agreement and have Board approval documented in the minutes.  Currently, the District and employees contribute 10% to CCOERA but, do not contribute 6.2% into Social Security. Employees are vested at 100% immediately. Director Anderson will research the District’s vesting schedule and what options are available.
