CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.
MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned/Including Storage – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of June, 2009 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 
Bear Creek Stream Flows – Stream flows are currently running 46 cfs, 50% of the historical average.

ADMINISTRATION REPORT

Cash Disbursements

No objection to the June cash disbursements.

Cash & Investments/Financial Statements

The financial recap and cash and investments reports for the month of June were reviewed by Ms. Schrimp. 
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand seconded by Director Spack to establish a rolling reserve goal for the Bonds and Loans that will be listed on Cash & Investments report with the details to be established by staff.  The motion passed unanimously.
MINUTES

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand seconded by Director Anderson the June 23, 2009 Special Meeting minutes were approved as submitted.  Director Collins abstained. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Collins seconded by Director Spack the June 23, 2009 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously.
GENESEE VILLIAGE – Temporary Irrigation Tap(s)- Nigel Staton, Land by design; Mark Richardson, Genesee Village HOA; Anne Salazar, Sable HOA
Mr. Staton and Mr. Richardson said the tap offer the Board made last month of $1,000 per year for 3 years was not something they could do.  Mr. Staton said there were 10 areas that needed irrigation. Mr. Richardson thought they needed approximately 6 taps.  Mr. Staton said there is approximately 200 acres that could benefit from irrigation. 
Mr. Richardson suggested the use of fire hydrants. Manager Jones and Chair Mefford both agreed that the use of fire hydrants was discouraged.  Manager Jones said he could offer them other options for water, but would need to look at the individual areas and how much water is needed for each area. Chair Mefford said the Board is interested in the project and would like to help them out if they can, but there are costs associated with installing taps, etc that the Water District has to live with.   Mr. Staton said he will get the information to Manager Jones and go from there.  
Other discussion included electrical issues related to the pumping system at the Genesee Village pond, the encroachment of the Village tennis courts on District property and the District’s plans to replace the Aster Sewage Lift Station.  All mentioned structures and systems are located in the same general area.
CAPITAL REPLACEMENT PROJECTS
PRV Replacement

Manager Jones said the replacement of the PRV’s are on track. He received three comparative bids for the PRVs. Construction is scheduled for August through November. 
Aster Sewage Lift Station
Manager Jones said the engineering for the Aster Lift Station will be done this year with bidding presumed to occur shortly thereafter if the decision to start construction in 2010 is made.
FINANCE COMMITTEE

Director Strand handed out the Finance Committee’s agenda. The Finance Committee is looking at how the District can meet its financial obligations.  Manager Jones included a spread sheet which is a takeoff from the five year forecast, which includes years 2008 actual through 2014 estimated and the District’s Capital Replacement requirements. He attached notes to the second page of the spread sheet help to explain the changes made to the spread sheet. 
Director Strand said the District is looking at a $1.6 Million shortfall in 2014 and the possibility of $3.0 million for membrane filtration. The Finance Committee is reviewing revenue sources such as rates and fees, selling taps, and the possibility of additional debt. Another option is the Build America Bonds in which the Federal Government will subsidize the interest rate.  
Director Anderson said the residents were notified on the bond question that the mill levy of 3.0 was only half of what was needed for capital replacements and that the other half would have to come from fees, taps or other resources.  The Finance Committee will continue to report to the Board.
