CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the special meeting to order.

The Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected to excuse Director Collins from the June 23, 2009 Special Meeting. 

DISTRICT WATER RIGHTS GENERAL DISCUSSION INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO DISTRICT’S OWNERSHIP OF CERTAIN DITCH RIGHTS, CONDITIONAL WATER STORAGE RIGHTS, NON TRIBUTARY WATER RIGHTS AND OTHER WATER RELATED MATERS.

Mr. Greg Sullivan, Spronk Water Engineers presented a slide show listing the District water rights and their priority. He also reviewed the water supply yield analysis done June 2008. District water rights have varying priorities and are relatively senior therefore the District has a good legal water supply in terms of priority. In general, when there is sufficient flow in Bear Creek the District doesn’t need to use the entire amount of its water rights.  Most of the rights can only be used for direct flow purposes. Pioneer Union Rights 11 and 15 are used for storage. The District can store up to 125 acre feet per year, which is the primary source of water that is used to fill the new reservoir. 

Genesee has three other conditionally decreed storage rights in the Bear Creek basin; Cold Springs Gulch Reservoir, Witter Gulch Reservoir and Bald Mountain Reservoir.

Several models were constructed to simulate water availability during a long term historical period in order to estimate the yield to the District’s direct flow and storage water rights. The modeling results indicate that the District water supply is adequate to meet the projected 450 af/y maximum annual demand for the District’s current service commitment. 

Ms. Stokes, resident of Witter Gulch said there is a concern that Witter Gulch is still on the District’s list for potential reservoir sites. She said the due diligence has been minimal at best over the years. She would guess that it was not feasible for storage and asked that the District take it off as a possible reservoir site. 

DISTRICT WATER RIGHTS – LEGAL MATTERS

Executive Session/Attorney/Client Legal Advice Regarding Pending Litigation and Potential Legal Issues Under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b)

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to go into executive session for the purpose of receiving legal advice regarding pending legal litigation matters and legal issues relating to the District’s water rights under section C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b) that include the District Board of Directors, Staff, Attorneys, Water Engineer and Finance Committee members was seconded by Director Anderson and passed unanimously. 

The executive session was limited to the matters that were noted in the notice.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Spack to direct the District’s Manager to work with counsel as appropriate to examine the District’s options and evaluate other circumstances as regard to the Dakota Wells. The motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson and seconded by Director Strand for counsel to provide recommendations with respect to the pending conditional water rights matters. The motion passed unanimously.
