CALL TO ORDER

Chair Mefford called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.
MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned/Including Storage – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of May, 2009 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 
Bear Creek Stream Flows – Stream flows are currently running 66 cfs, 55%-60% of the historical average.

MINUTES

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson seconded by Director Collins the May 26, 2009 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as submitted. Director Strand abstained. The motion passed unanimously.
JACOBSON SATCHELL CONSULTANTS, INC

Consultant Agreement
Manager Jones has a current professional liability insurance certificate on file for Jacobson Satchell Consultants, Inc. He said the Cost-Plus issues on the Agreement have been changed to “At-Cost.” The Board approved the engineering for the PRV’s with a not-to-exceed price of $15,000. Manager Jones said he found that Jacobson Satchell’s billing rates were among the lowest when he compared them to other similar sized firms.  He said they are 20% to 30% lower than most other firms and felt they were reasonable and fair.  Director Strand said this agreement is still based on a project-by-project basis. No resolution has been passed as blanket authority to use this consultant at these rates. Manager Jones said the PRV project is the only agreement approved at this time. 

PRV Replacement

Manager Jones said he has the site layouts, the initial drawings and has met with the engineer on-site. The final survey will be done soon and he will move forward for the necessary easements. He has received three preliminary vendor quotations for the PRV stations. The ball-park price is $45,000 for each PRV, however some clarification remains for two of the quotations received.

Aster Sewage Lift Station
Manager Jones said originally the station was planned for replacement in 2011, but the Board talked about moving it up a year and doing the engineering possibly this year and construction next year. The question was if the District had the money in the bank to move it up one year. Manager Jones said he believes it does.  He asked Mr. Satchell to put together a preliminary task order that the Board can move on at this time or not.  

Manager Jones said the best way to handle it was to get a design memorandum, which is a step further than what we know as a preliminary engineering report. Manager Jones said he would want to do the task order the same way the other was set up, which would be on a cost reimbursable basis with a not-to-exceed number.  Mr. Satchell has calculated $39,000 for the total design of the station.  The other portion of engineering that would follow would be the bidding portion and the construction administration portion.  The estimated price he got from Mr. Satchell for the bidding and construction was $20,000 which is not written into this first task order. The other item under deliverables task 21.2, final design documents would be changed to 12 weeks and make it following the acceptance of task order 21.1.  Regulatory Agencies will be involved with this project because it is a sewage lift station. This design would have to be approved by the CO State Health Department and may take additional time for approvals. 

The District should not have to go through a site application process because it is not planning on increasing the station’s capacity. It is Mr. Satchell’s recommendation that if the District wants to do this, now is an excellent time to do it. Contractors are giving bids at-cost at this time. Mr. Satchell said the best time to get this out on the street is the first week of December of this year.  Manager Jones said $39,000 is for Task Order 21.1 and 21.2, but does not include bidding or construction administration. He said there may be some involvement with the ARC and the Genesee Village. Chair Mefford asked if there was something the District would need to do regarding easements before approving a design based on a location that the District may not get the rights to. Manager Jones said he would need to get a survey done first.  Chair Mefford asked if the Board could approve the task order contingent to completing the survey. Manager Jones said yes.

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson and seconded by Director Strand to accept Task Order 21.1 and 21.2 and instruct Manager Jones to proceed in a timely and well coordinated fashion with the addition of the survey and the indication that it is 12 instead of 4 weeks and the other changes discussed above. The motion passed unanimously.

Genesee Village – Temporary Irrigation Tap
