CALL TO ORDER

Director Collins called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned/Including Storage – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of February, 2009 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Bear Creek Stream Flows – Stream flows are currently averaging 10 cfs, which is slightly lower compared to 2002 at this same time of year.
EQR REPORT 
The District’s Service Plan allows for 1,542 Residential EQR’s (Single Family Equivalents) The District’s current obligation to serve is 1,401 with 1,379 of those developed leaving the undeveloped obligation at 22. The Office/Commercial obligation to serve is built out, which is 364,500 square feet of office and commercial space, equivalent to 173 Single Family Units. The “Other” allocations are equivalent to 33 EQR’s and include facilities such as Ralston Elementary, Rockland Church, Clubhouses, Fire Station and District facilities.  There are 1,314 metered accounts in the District, which is equivalent to 1,585 Single Family Residences.  Also, attached is a listing of the 22 undeveloped obligations within the District.  A copy of the EQR Report is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.
RESERVOIR – Final Funding/Expense Summary

A copy of the final funding and expense summary for the District’s 101 Acre Foot reservoir is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. The summary is also posted on the District’s web site.

MINUTES

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand seconded by Director Collins the February 24, 2009 Public & Regular Meeting minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously.
INCLUSION – Draft Agreement - Doug & Hedy Small, 25950 Village Circle
Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones recommended the enclosed Draft Inclusion Agreement to the Board. A copy of the Agreement is included within and made part of these minutes by attachment. Manager Jones said the April 1, 2010 deadline may be restrictive because the applicant is dependent upon Jefferson County’s approval. Attorney Beaton said the Board can grant an extension if required and the only other issue would be the proper abandonment of the septic tank and leach field.  
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to ratify the Board’s agreement entered into at the last Board meeting by implementation of the written Inclusion Agreement with the addition of appropriate language relative to the abandonment of the septic tank and leach field. The motion was seconded by Director Collins and passed unanimously.
CCOERA 

401(a) Retirement Plan Document and Participation Agreements

Director Anderson reviewed the time frame in which the District has to modify or ratify the District’s existing Participation Agreement with CCOERA.  One of the objectives of the Board is to gain a retention component in the retirement plan. The Board will not modify any benefit agreement it has with current employees, but future employees will have a vesting schedule. Attorney Beaton and Director Anderson will continue to review and examine the District’s 401(a) Defined Contribution Plan and the 457 Deferral Plan. 
Loan Provision for District Employees

Board members expressed their concerns with loan provisions within retirement plans. At this time, the Board doesn’t see a need for a Loan Provision, but will discuss the issue again if any employee has a need for this. 
FINANCIAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

At its March 17th Finance Committee meeting, Committee members and staff were assigned leadership responsibility to the 2009 Agenda Items. A copy of the Agenda Items will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.  

Chair Mefford said a letter was mailed to Dr. John Poate, Colorado School of Mines, requesting a possible association that could be beneficial to both the District and the School. One of the Agenda Items is developing enhanced sources of grant or research money. 
A Water Rights Workshop will be scheduled sometime in May – Date to be determined.

NEW BUSINESS
Director Strand suggested a community letter be sent with the April billing addressing the potential drought conditions the reservoir benefits as well as the final cost of the reservoir.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Witter Gulch – Statement of Opposition
Ms. Stephanie Stokstad said she recently filed a Statement of Opposition. She and the others attending the meeting are residents of Witter Gulch. Their concern is the Genesee Water & Sanitation District filed on five different conditional reservoir sites both in the Bear Creek and Turkey Creek Drainages. Attorney Beaton said this is a conditional water right acquired by the developer and every six years the District is required to go through due diligence. To keep the water right alive the District has to continue filing due diligence until it finds a developable site. The Board and Finance Committee are planning a Workshop in May and this would be a good time to discuss these existing cases and potential plans. 
Ms. Stokstad said Witter Gulch residents are concerned because they do not want water front property lapping up to their front door. Attorney Beaton said the District understands that but needs to keep the water right alive by virtue of the application.  Ms. Stokstad said they do understand, but circumstances have changed since the mid 70’s. Witter Gulch has a high density for being a mountain area. Today, this would be an expensive and difficult site. However, every few years we go through this. Maybe some of the residents will stipulate out, but others may not as the process goes forward. Witter Gulch residents want to know what is the District thinking for this site since it is almost 40 years for a conditional right. On their behalf she wanted to express that to the Board. Attorney Beaton said there are options available to the District such as changing the water right to a different location or even perhaps to the current reservoir site, but that the Board will discuss this in May.  Chair Mefford thanked them for coming.
