Chair Anderson MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice for potential refinancing issues under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Strand and passed unanimously.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Chair Anderson and seconded by Director Spack requesting management, legal counsel and the District’s accountant to proceed to develop a resolution for the Board to sign, to be presented in September along with a refinancing agreement for the Colorado Water Resources & Power Development Authority loan. Secondly, proceed to a conclusion on a capital lease for the Aster Lift Station replacement and adopt a resolution to include any expenses subject to the lease agreement. 

OLD BUSINESS

Genesee Ridge Road & Genesee Vista Road Intersection – Proposed Improvements and Estimated Costs
The Genesee Foundation received bids for opening up this intersection and lowering the manhole. Manager Jones recommended authorizing up to $5,500.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Chair Anderson directing Manager Jones to write a letter to the Genesee Foundation and document that the District will authorize $5,500 which includes lowering the manhole. The motion was seconded by Director Rengel and passed unanimously.
Letter – Tap Interest

The District mailed thirty-four letters to homeowners in the Genesee Reservation regarding their interest in taps.  To date, the District has received four responses, three were interested and one was not. Manager Jones received a phone call from the Genesee Reservation HOA president requesting he attend their meeting on Sunday.
NEW BUSINESS

Community Garden
A committee is looking into a community garden for the Foundation within the Foundation. There are a couple of possible site choices. One site is near the Wastewater Treatment plant by the tennis courts where the Foundation already owns an irrigation tap and meter, which could tie easily into the District’s line, at their expense.
