Aster Lift Station

Update
The site approval hearing is scheduled before the Planning and Zoning Commissioner’s tomorrow. The most recent request for utility locates reflected primary power lines in the middle of where the proposed excavation will be. All planning and engineering has been on locates performed prior which did not indicate any utilities in the proposed area of excavation. Board discussion included Xcel Energy’s potential responsibility to move the lines at their cost and any delay potential costs and may require possible assistance of Attorney Beaton.

Construction Subcommittee
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Chair Anderson to appoint Director Rouse serve on the construction subcommittee for the Aster Lift Station project. The motion passed unanimously.

Chair Anderson requested that the Construction Subcommittee review the specifications for the pumps that are being put into place and make a recommendation to the Board on whether or not a third pump is in fact useful to the District. Director Strand said he shared that same feeling. Director Spack commented that District staff recommended the 3rd pump as the construction subcommittee looks at this.
District Mapping

90% of District utilities have been surveyed and input into the system. Staff needs to review the maps and fill in the missing pieces.
MEMBERSHIP – Mountain States Employers Council, Inc.
