Mrs. Schrimp reviewed the election results.  

NEW BOARD MEMBER EXCUSED FROM MEETING
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Rengel to excuse Director Rouse from tonight’s meeting. The motion passed unanimously.
ADMINISTER OATHS OF OFFICE TO NEW DIRECTORS
Attorney Beaton administered the oath of office to Mr. Michael Rengel. Ms. Schrimp administered Mr. Jim Rouse’s oath of office on May 11, 2010. Director Gary Anderson was re-elected and will renew his oath of office within the 30 day deadline.

RECOGNITION OF OUTGOING BOARD MEMBERS – Scott Mefford and Timothy Collins
Director Strand thanked Chair Mefford and Director Collins for their dedicated service to the District over the last eight years. He said their contribution over the past years helped bring benefits to the District beyond the storage itself. Director Spack wanted the record to reflect that both Scott Mefford and Timothy Collins participated in what he would consider a legacy board and said without both of them the reservoir may not exist today. 
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Rengel, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Gary Anderson to the position of President/Chair of the Board.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Spack and seconded by Director Rengel, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Bruce Strand to the position of Secretary/Treasurer.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Rengel and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Thaddeus Spack to the position of 1st Vice President of the Board.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Spack, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Mike Rengel and Jim Rouse to the positions of Vice Presidents. 
Attorney Beaton reviewed the Conflict of Interest document. He reminded the Board that if anything changed on their original disclosure or they have a particular conflict of interest, either of a general or specific nature it was important that the Board member advise the Board and the Secretary of State of that prospective conflict and give proper notice. 

CAPITAL REPLACEMENT PROJECTS

Foothills & Columbine PRVs 

Both stations are operating well. They have been online for a month. The largest portion of work left to do is abandoning the old PRVs and related mainlines. 
Resident Knickel remarked that the landscaping surrounding the PRVs detracts from Genesee’s quality image and reduces the value of the properties in the district. The Board acknowledged his comment and wanted the record to reflect that the District will be attentive to having a landscaping plan for the any particular improvement made.  Director Strand noted that Chair Anderson began working with the Foundation a year or two ago and will continue the process. Manager Jones said the Columbine PRV will be done in the next couple of weeks and will work with the Foundation and Chair Anderson.  Note:  Add Landscaping plan for PRV locations to June’s agenda. 
Aster Lift Station

Manager Jones updated the Board on the status of the Aster Lift Station. Originally Jefferson County required a site review process, but has evolved into a full site plan approval, which includes getting a separate access agreement from the Genesee Village HOA even though the District has utility easements it has accessed the site with. Attorney Beaton said the District has both types of easements; express specific easements for specific lines and facilities and also the plats themselves have a blanket utility easement or language in the plat that says to the extent necessary that the District has the ability to access for the purpose of utility maintenance and repairs. The County only gets involved in the process of site plans.  He said he is comfortable advising the Board and staff to access whatever lines and properties needed to repair and maintain those utilities. Manager Jones said once he gets the site plan approval he can than get a building permit. From a timing stand point he believes everything should be fine. The County also requires a grading permit because of recent rule changes. The contractor is now mobilizing and can start excavating and dealing with utility line issues. 
Manager Jones said the 2010 budget for Aster is $565,000 and believes at this time he will meet budget, but that it is tight.  Director Strand said because of the uncertainty in the minutes last month he wanted the cost reflected as a specific item in the minutes and the various components that make up the $565,000.
Manager Jones said he has typically requested a construction sub-committee made up of one or two Board members to work with him on a project. He said he has been fortunate in the past to have engineers on the Board. Both Directors Rengel and Rouse have water and wastewater experience. 

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Spack to appoint Director Rengel as the Aster Lift Station construction subcommittee, initially for one and potentially an additional member if requested.  The motion passed unanimously. 

REQUEST FOR TEMPORARY IRRIGATION TAPS – Sable Village at Genesee Homeowners Association

Sable Village at Genesee, HOA is requesting a temporary irrigation tap for a period of five (5) years. Director Spack said last year the Board approved a two year period at $1,000 per year for a temporary tap and would have extended it to three (3) years. Today they would like a five (5) year period and would like to work with the District for an appropriate cost.   
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Rengel and seconded by Director Spack for Manager Jones to write a letter to Sable Village saying that the Board is willing to discuss the price of an irrigation tap, however the previously approved $1,000 per year is less than fees stated in the Rules and Regulations and that the District is willing to extend the temporary water tap for up to 5 years. Noting they are responsible for connection costs and service fees. The motion passed unanimously.
