A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Anderson called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Chair Anderson and seconded by Director Spack to excuse Director Strand from the meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION TO AMEND 2010 BUDGET
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Chair Anderson and seconded by Director Rengel appointing Director Spack as acting Secretary/Treasurer and authorizing him to sign the budget resolution. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Rengel and seconded by Chair Anderson approving the amended 2010 budget resolution. The motion passed unanimously. 
PROPOSED WATER TREATMENT UPGRADES – Clearlogx Process 
A. Pilot System

Following the January Board meeting Manager Jones and Directors Rengel and Rouse were commissioned to execute the Pilot agreement conditioned upon water quality criteria and whether it would meet the District’s expectations. Manager Jones presented the final proposal as executed and rather than tie it up with more language, Siemens agreed to provide a no cost 30-day contract. A copy of the signed agreement will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. Manager Jones and Directors Rengel and Rouse were complimented for their involvement with this. If the District wants to extend the agreement an additional 30 days the cost would be $8,900. However, if the District agrees to install the Permanent system the cost is less the $8,900. The equipment for the pilot system is shipping this week. The District also has purchased and received a TOC analyzer and District staff have been trained on its proper use. 
B. Permanent System 
The Permanent System information was distributed in Board packets and a copy will be incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. In the next two to three weeks, if the pilot system is working well the Board may want to call a Special meeting to act upon the permanent system. Director Rengel asked for an estimate of what the total installed costs would be. Manager Jones said he would have a better idea of what those costs are estimated to be once the Pilot is in place and operational information is obtained. The Board would like an estimate of the total cost at the time the contract is proposed.
OFFICE LEASE RENEWAL- 17301 W. Colfax Ave., #220, Golden, CO 80401
It was decided the current negotiated lease renewal proposal presented by Manager Jones will be tabled until the March Board meeting. Chair Anderson and Manager Jones will contact commercial realtors for a comparative analysis. 
GENESEE VILLAGE MASTER HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

Request for Permanent Irrigation Tap – Located Near the new Aster Lift Station

Manager Jones suggested the proposed rationale for pricing a limited but current irrigation tap. Per the District’s request, the landscape architect for the project has provided an estimate of annual water consumption between 36,000 gallons and 38,000 gallons. An average EQR or Single Family in Genesee uses around 1/3 of an acre foot per year which is about 108,000 gallons so the estimated usage for this irrigation tap would be about 1/3 of this. Currently, a water tap fee is $20,000 and a water resource fee is $8,000 for a total of $28,000. A justifiable tap fee based on estimated usage for this proposed irrigation tap would be 1/3 of this amount or $9,300. Chair Anderson said he wants to insure that the District treats all HOA customers on a fair and equal basis.  

Manager Jones stated that the Village HOA has been very cooperative with planning and construction activities associated with the Aster Lift Station project. The Board will consider discounting an irrigation tap based upon a written list of considerations and dates of occurrence that may apply. 
CAPITAL REPLACEMENT PROJECTS

A. Aster Lift Station Replacement Project, Update

Construction has gone well. The Contractor is still waiting on delivery of the two electrical Smith-Loveless pumps, which are supposed to be delivered this week. The end of March is still the anticipated target startup date. 
Attorney Beaton is in the process of writing an indemnification resolution for the future Fire Department use of the old Aster lift station. The Fire District would like to use the old facility after abandonment for confined space training.
B. 2011 Wintergreen PRV Replacement

Manager Jones said the existing PRV is a 2”x8”, meaning a 2” domestic supply and an 8” fire supply line. He believes after further research in the Filing 14 area there is a 10” water main and that it may make better sense to upsize the current PRV to a 2½” x 10” PRV. This will improve both the domestic and fire flows in that area.  It was always anticipated to increase the domestic (2 ½” PRV) service as this has been a problem area. The 2011 Budget accounts for this but did not account for the 10” upsize because it was not known that a 10” main existed downstream of the PRV. The increase to 10” will cost approximately $10,000 more. Manager Jones said the District is still planning on doing the installation work itself in efforts to decrease costs. 
Director Rouse arrived to the meeting at this time.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Spack and seconded by Director Rengel authorizing Manager Jones to sign the proposal from Engineered Fluid Inc. for the recommended replacement Wintergreen PRV.  The motion passed unanimously.

MINUTES

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Rengel and seconded by Director Spack the January 25, 2011 Regular Meeting minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Update

Director Spack said he and Director Strand have scheduled a telephone conference tomorrow at 3:30pm with Eric Barnes regarding the Finance Committee’s involvement in the Audit.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Pine Drop Lift Station
The District received a minor complaint regarding the Pine Drop Lift Station. Painting the station will make it less obtrusive. It will be painted the same color, Brown like the Qwest boxes.

B. Genesee Foundation Community Garden
The Foundation would like an easement by the Waste Water Treatment Plant for their community garden. The District is amiable provided they understand the District may need to take the property back. The Foundation still needs to apply for a partial irrigation tap.
C. A Special Meeting of the Board will be booked sometime in March to review the Mulhern MRE report. This will be done in executive session.
D. Sewer Line Maintenance - Update

Chair Anderson wants Superintendent McWilliams to do a comprehensive proposal that covers over a period of three years and gets to everything. Identifying the priority areas for year one and so forth. He would like it for the March meeting, but will accept April as long as it is the right proposal, the right subcontractor, ect.

CDPH&E Water System Compliance Inspection – WTP Backwash Pond
A Compliance Inspection of the Water Treatment Plant was done on December 9, 2010. The report addressed: Flow Meter. The District does not have flow-measuring devices at the backwash pond to measure outfalls.  Manager Jones said he will be contacting the Department of Health District Engineer to schedule an onsite meeting to show him the facility and ask for advice and ideas to correct and or rectify this issue. 
TOC Violation 4th Quarter Non-Compliance

Manager Jones said he will contact the State and find out if the letter the District mailed to its customers last month is sufficient for the required public notification.
