MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

GENESEE WATER AND SANITATION DISTRICT

ATTENDANCE
A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water and Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado, was called and held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado, with the following Directors present and acting:

Director Quirke had previously been excused.  Also present were Scott Jones, District Manager; John McWilliams, District Superintendent;  Lorraine Scherer, Director of Administration;  Tim Beaton, District Attorney, Stewart McNab and Dean Simmons, Genesee residents.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Talbott called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

REVIEW OF DISTRICT RULES AND REGULATIONS


Manager Jones reviewed the suggested revisions to sections 4 and 5 of the District Rules and Regulations which the Board had contemplated during the workshop.  


Attorney Beaton mentioned to the Board that the District would not want to incur the cost of abandoning and capping any wells of property owners included in the District.  Attorney Beaton stated this provision has not been included in the rules and regulations.  Further discussion ensued.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Castle, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors directed Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones to modify sections 4.3 and 5.11 to reflect the proper language regarding the abandonment and capping of wells to protect the District from future liabilities due to abandonment.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.


Attorney Beaton had modest changes to section 10.  Attorney Beaton asked the Board if a more extensive water conservation regulation was desired.  In section 10.2.2, the notice of public hearing could be changed to three days as required by statute instead of five days.  Further discussion ensued.  Also in 10.2.2, Attorney Beaton suggested changing the word “consider” to “discuss conservation order” because in most cases, the order would have already been issued and compliance would be expected to be observed.



Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors agreed to proceed with section 10 as discussed.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.


Attorney Beaton had extensive changes to sections 3 and 9 and suggested a red line version be ready at the next meeting.  Attorney Beaton would like to review the Indemnification Resolution to clarify liability issues and language.


Manager Jones reviewed his suggested changes pertaining to curb stop valves ownership and responsibility for maintenance.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors directed Attorney Beaton to further incorporate necessary language into sections 3 and 9 of the rules and regulations after reviewing the existing Indemnification Resolution and bring a red line version to the next meeting.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

ROCKLAND COMMUNITY CHURCH


Manager Jones presented the Board with copies of a letter submitted by the Rockland Community Church.  The Church would like to be included in the Genesee Water & Sanitation District, mainly for sewer services.  The Church is willing to file a petition of exclusion from Lookout Mountain Water District.  


Discussion ensued and the Board directed Manager Jones to check with Lookout Mountain District to see if they will allow exclusion and to determine whether they would continue to provide water service if Genesee Water & Sanitation District provides waste water treatment service.

MINUTES
The minutes of the February 22, 2000 meeting of the Board of Directors were reviewed.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Richardson, the February 22, 2000 minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

LEGAL REPORT



The status of the May 2, 2000 regular election was reviewed by Mrs. Scherer.  The order of the ballot was previously determined by lot drawing.  The order is:  Stewart McNab, John Talbott and Dean Simmons.  Mrs. Scherer went on to state the candidates have all filed affidavits with the county.  The mail ballot plan was submitted and accepted by the Secretary of State after being reviewed by Attorney Beaton.  The ballots have been ordered and will be mailed to residents between April 7, 2000 and April 17, 2000.

Election judges appointed are George and Charlotte Raitz and Diana Clark.  

Mrs. Scherer went on to state the board of Canvassers needed to be appointed April 17, 2000.  Required is one member of the board and at least one eligible elector who is not a member of the board.  The Board of Canvassers certify the survey of returns, they do not recount the votes.

Director Castle volunteered  to serve and will check with her husband to see if he would also volunteer to serve on the Board of Canvassers.

Mrs. Scherer stated the approximate cost of the election will be $5,000.




Attorney Beaton noted for the record that Mrs. Scherer has done a 

wonderful job on the mail ballot plan and he thanked her for taking on the responsibility.


MANAGER’S REPORT


PROJECT UPDATE – Genesee Storage and Augmentation Reservoir #1   Manager Jones stated the reservoir has been drained and Hydrometrics notified on February 22.  On March 6, there was a meeting with Hydrometrics and Colorado Lining to determine a course of action.  After that meeting the letter included in the board packets was drafted in order to establish a deadline.  The deadline has passed. 

Hydrometrics attempted to finish cleaning the reservoir.  However, they used sharp nosed shovels and created more damage.  The District is going to pursue the issue simultaneously in two directions.  

The first will be to keep communicating with Hydrometrics in regard to their plan of action.  At the same time the District will contact the subcontractor (Colorado Lining) to find out what their recommendations and course of action would be.

There are two advantages to proceeding in this manner.  One, the District would be dealing with the same sub-contractor.  It is a local contractor and they do have a warranty they have to honor.  On the other hand, if we end up going through the general contractor and the sub-contractor working for Hydrometrics, this gives us a basis of comparison to know Hydrometrics is telling us exactly what Colorado Linings proposed remedy is on the situation.

A letter was drafted by Manager Jones and Brad Simons of Jacobson Helgoth, to the president of Hydrometrics and to the surety company, subject to Attorney Beaton’s approval.  Further discussion ensued.  

One of the issues between Hydrometrics and Colorado Lining is the integrity of the sub base.  Colorado Lining stated the sub base was never adequate to lay the liner.  Hydrometrics disagrees.

Attorney Beaton reviewed the legal options available to the District.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors directed Manager Jones to complete and send the draft letter of March 28, 2000 after Manager Jones’ determination of the status of the sub base and whether or not there will be a need for Hydrometrics in connection  with the correction of any problems there, after Attorney Beaton reviews the surety bond.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairman Talbott voting aye.

E.Q.R. Report - Manager Jones reviewed the E.Q.R. report for the month of February 2000.  Manager Jones reported that one additional E.Q.R. had been added for February and year to date.  

Water Withdrawn and Returned - Manager Jones summarized the report of Water Withdrawn and Water Returned to Bear Creek for the month of February. The water withdrawn from Bear Creek during February was 8,213,000 gallons.  

The total water returned to Bear Creek for the month was 9,012,000 gallons. 7,753,000 gallons were returned from the waste water treatment plant effluent and 1,259,000 gallons were returned from the draining of the reservoir.  Excluding water returned to Bear Creek via the drainage of the reservoir, there was a 94.40% return for the month and year to date return of 91.17%.  

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports showed the plant to be in compliance.  There were 43 Turbidity readings for the month of February with the highest reading being 0.20 NTU’s. There were zero Turbidity readings greater than the MCL. There were 74 chlorine residual measurements taken from the distribution system with zero measurements where no chlorine was detected.  

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Reports for the month of February shows an average flow of .262 million gallons per day coming into the plant with the highest flow for one day being .316 million gallons. 

The phosphorus poundage was 52.7lbs. The running total for the year at the end of February was 113.2lbs.  The highest phosphorus reading for the month was 1.2mg/l. There was a 97.1% efficiency on the BOD removal and 98.2% efficiency on the suspended solids removal.  

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Mrs. Scherer presented the cash disbursements made during February 2000.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Castle, seconded by Director Williams unanimously carried with Chairman Talbott voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for February 2000 were approved as submitted.


The financial recap and cash and investments were reviewed by Mrs. Scherer.  There were additional tap fees from lot 2 included in the board restricted funds.




OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS
Manager Jones suggested a plaque and going away party for Director Quirke’s resignation from the Board.  The presentation will take place at the June meeting of the Board of Directors.

ADJOURN
There being no further business and upon motion duly made, 

seconded and unanimously carried, the regular meeting was adjourned.
