ATTENDANCE
A public hearing and regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water and Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado, was called and held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado, with the following Directors present and acting:

Also present were Scott Jones, District Manager; John McWilliams, District Superintendent;  Lorraine Scherer, Director of Administration;  Tim Beaton, District Attorney, Kathanne Lynch, Beth Madden, Genesee residents, their counsel, Dick Mauro; Jeff Dyke, representative for Rockland Community Church.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Talbott called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

MAY 2, 2000 BOARD OF DIRECTORS ELECTION


Mrs. Scherer reviewed the election results.  Two new Directors were elected to the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board.  Official results were:  Stewart McNab with 392 votes, Dean Simmons with 295 votes and John Talbott with 275 votes.


There were 2579 ballots issued, 545 counted which was a 22% turnout.  


Of the 545 ballots counted, 3% were from the Crossings, 3% from Chimney Creek, 5% from the Preserve, 7% from the Village and Northbowl and 82% from the Foundation.


Mrs. Scherer stated George and Charlotte Raitz did an excellent job as election judges.  Mrs. Scherer also thanked Anne Castle and Frank Daviess for volunteering for the Board of Canvassers.  


A letter from Chris O’Dell had been received explaining his production and distribution of flyers for the election which is attached and made a part of these minutes.

ADMINISTER OATHS OF OFFICE TO NEW DIRECTORS


Attorney Beaton administered the oaths of office to Stewart McNab and Dean Simmons.


Attorney Beaton then reviewed the Conflict of Interest disclosure statements.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Anne Castle to the position of President/Chairwoman of the Board.  The motion passed unanimously.


Chairwoman Castle thanked former Chairman Talbott and former Director Quirke for their years of participation, leadership, guidance and dedication to the community during their terms as board members.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Mary Richardson to the position of 1st Vice President.  The motion passed unanimously, with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director McNab, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Dean Simmons to the position of Secretary/Treasurer.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.


Director Williams and Director McNab are Vice Presidents.

MAY 5, 2000 SEWER MAIN BREAK ON NORTHRIDGE COURT


Manager Jones informed the Board that on Friday, May 5, 2000, the District office received a call in the early afternoon that a home was backing up with sewer.


There was a collapsed sewer main that did result in the backing up of sewage to one home on Lot 85.  There was substantial damage to the home.  The main had totally separated as a result of the failure of a 21 year old previous repair.


Mrs. Scherer reviewed the position stated by the insurance company, which has not yet been finalized.  The insurance company was denying payment of the claim because the District was not negligent in its duties of inspections of the lines and could not have known or prevented the situation from occurring.  


The insurance broker, Grant Goodson of Wells Fargo Insurance met with the claims department manager of St. Paul’s Insurance Company prior to the Board meeting.  According to Mr. Goodson, the insurance company was going to re-open the claim for possible consideration of payment.


The residents, Ms. Kathanne Lynch and Ms. Beth Madden were accompanied by Mr. Dick Mauro, an attorney.  Mr. Mauro stated the position of the homeowners.  The situation was not caused by the homeowners and they felt it would be appropriate to be reimbursed for the expenses caused by the damage to their home.  


Attorney Beaton suggested the Board review its responsibility since it was one of the Districts sewer mains that failed, but he expressed concern the District not waive rights under the insurance policy.  


It was Director Williams opinion the District should pay the homeowners for their damage and deal directly with the insurance company for payment of the claim.


Attorney Beaton suggested the Board direct staff to proceed in this matter with the District reviewing its liability subject to the District not waiving any rights it may have to recover under insurance.


Further discussion ensued.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors directed Attorney Beaton to write the insurance company stating since the insurance company has not taken care of this claim expeditiously, the District plans to make some payment to the homeowners and request the insurance company contact the District within 24 hours if the insurance company has any objection or contends that payment endangers the District’s insurance coverage for this occurrence.  The motion passed unanimously, with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors agreed to an immediate payment of $2,443 for expenses incurred to date to be paid to the homeowners upon their furnishing the appropriate receipts.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors agreed to continue this meeting to May 30, 2000 at 4:00 p.m.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.

 ROCKLAND COMMUNITY CHURCH


Mr. Jeff Dyke was present as a representative for the Rockland Community Church.


Manager Jones stated a formal petition for inclusion and request for service from the Rockland Community Church has been filed with the District office.  The legal description has been corrected and certified and the publication requirements have also been satisfied.


Chairwoman Castle mentioned it was the Board’s understanding that the Church’s primary need is for sewer service.  Water service is currently provided to the church from Lookout Mountain Water District.  Chairwoman Castle asked Manager Jones if any information had been determined regarding exclusion from the Lookout Mountain Water District.  


Manager Jones stated he had spoken with Mr. Jeff Reynolds, the manager of Lookout Mountain Water District regarding exclusion of the church.  Mr. Reynolds did not seem to think Lookout Mountain would require exclusion.  Manager Jones asked Mr. Reynolds about Lookout Mountain continuing to provide water service if Genesee Water & Sanitation District took the sewer.  Mr. Reynolds responded it would not fit into their augmentation plan.


Mr. Dyke made some comments regarding the community involvement of the church.


Further discussion ensued.


Director Williams suggested the District print a brochure to inform the community as to what the District is, who the District services, a history of the District and what the water supply is, so there will not be as much misinformation spread.


Director McNab asked for clarification on the current inclusion process.  Attorney Beaton responded under the Special District Act 32-1-401 Et. Seq., a land owner presents a petition to the District Board for inclusion and at that point in time, the District provides notice it will consider the petition.  The Board has the discretion to include the property or not include the property, to set forth terms and conditions upon which the inclusion would be accepted.  


Attorney Beaton stated the Board should consider the recent Jefferson County district court case involving the Evergreen Metro District.  


Former Director Quirke mentioned a significant consideration would be the public health situation if the septic system failed.  Chairwoman Castle stated ground water quality in the mountains is a significant issue.  


Further discussion ensued regarding water supply studies.  The Board directed Manager Jones to provide a legal and physical water rights analysis to the new Directors at some time in the future.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors agreed to include Rockland Community Church into the District and provide water and waste water service, conditioned upon an inclusion agreement to be drafted by legal counsel and be acceptable to both parties and provided the church exclude from Lookout Mountain Water District.  The motion passed three to two with Directors Richardson, Williams and Simmons voting aye and Director McNab and Chairwoman Castle voting nay.  



The Board then directed Attorney Beaton to draft the inclusion agreement. 

 REVIEW OF DISTRICT RULES AND REGULATIONS


The Board agreed to table this agenda item until the June meeting of the Board of Directors.

PROPOSED UTILITY EASEMENT ENCROACHMENT


Manager Jones reviewed the request for encroachment received from Mr. Greg Alfred for filing 9, Lot 269.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the consent to encroach upon easement.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.

FOOTHILLS FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT/DRAFT WATER POLICY


Manager Jones presented a draft water policy received from the Foothills Fire Protection District to the Board for consideration.  No action was required.  

MINUTES
The minutes of the March 28, 2000 meeting of the Board of Directors were reviewed.  

Chairwoman Castle suggested changes to page 2 regarding the Rockland Community Church inclusion.  The Board had previously directed Manager Jones to contact Lookout Mountain Water District to see if they would allow exclusion and to determine whether they would continue to provide water service if Genesee Water & Sanitation District provides waste water treatment service.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson and seconded by Director Williams, the March 28, 2000 minutes were approved as revised.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.

LEGAL REPORT



The Indemnification Resolution was postponed until the June meeting of the Board of Directors.

Attorney Beaton asked the Board to ratify the filing of the statements of opposition filed in water court.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors agreed to ratify the statements of opposition.  The motion passed unanimously with Chairwoman Castle voting aye.


MANAGER’S REPORT


PROJECT UPDATE – Genesee Storage and Augmentation Reservoir #1   At the March meeting, it had been decided to write a letter to the bonding company in order to get things in motion because the contractor, Hydrometrics, and the subcontractor, Colorado Lining, were in dispute as to whose responsibility it was to take care of the problem.   

Manager Jones mentioned how Hydrometrics, when assessing the problems on the floor of the liner, used sharp nose shovels and created additional damage to the floor.  At that time Manager Jones informed Hydrometrics the entire floor of the liner would be replaced, or the District would call the bond.  The letter was written to the bond company which got the repairs started.  The floor of the pond has since been replaced and overlaid.  A track machine was used to weld the seams, so it is a continuous double weld.  In addition, there was exposed scrim at the southwest corner as a result of all the traffic in and out of the pond.  The entire southwest corner was also overlaid.  

Manager Jones began filling the pond on Wednesday, May 17, 2000.  The ground water underflow is being monitored through the reservoir at the same time it is filling.  Elevations are being shot during the filling of the reservoir in addition to reading the meter.  Everything is metered going into the reservoir to establish an accurate capacity curve as it is being filled.  The monitoring of the ground water underflows is to determine if there is leakage from the liner at various elevations.  However, it rained the first day of filling the reservoir.  Therefore, the plan is to fill the reservoir half way, let it sit and then do a static level test then take it to the full point.  

Final payment has not been discussed with the contractor as yet.  Before anything is done, Manager Jones wants to be sure there is no additional leakage.

Further discussion ensued.

Attorney Beaton left the meeting at this time.  Chairwoman Castle asked to be excused from the remainder of the meeting as well. 

NEW BUSINESS
At this point, Mrs. Scherer turned in her resignation as Director of Administration.


Mrs. Scherer stated for the record, it was her opinion that the District is very lucky to have a manager with such high professional standards and dedication to the District as Manager Jones.  Mrs. Scherer also stated that Manager Jones puts a lot of his own knowledge to use for the benefit of the District.  Mrs. Scherer thanked the Board for the opportunity to work for the District and with the Directors and employees of the District.


Chairwoman Castle left the meeting at this time and Director Richardson took over as Chairwoman for the duration of the meeting.

MANAGER’S REPORT CONTINUED

E.Q.R. Report - Manager Jones summarized the context and format of the report for the benefit of the new Directors.  There were no new E.Q.R.’s added for the months of March and April.  Total year to date E.Q.R.’s added remains at one.

Water Withdrawn and Returned - Manager Jones summarized the report of Water Withdrawn and Water Returned to Bear Creek for the months of March and April. The water withdrawn from Bear Creek during March was 9,344,000 gallons.  

The total water returned to Bear Creek for the month of March was 8,677,000 gallons. 8,530,000 gallons were returned from the waste water treatment plant effluent and 147,000 gallons were returned from the Dakota #2 well.  There was a 91.29% return for the month and year to date return of 91.21%.  


The water withdrawn from Bear Creek during April was 9,542,000 gallons.  The total water returned to Bear Creek for the month of April was 9,260,000.  8,480,000 gallons were returned from the waste water treatment plant effluent and 780,000 gallons were returned from the Dakota #2 well.  There was an 88.87% return for the month and year to date return of 90.60%.


SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports showed the plant to be in compliance.  There were 52 Turbidity readings for the month of March with the highest reading being 0.32 NTU’s. There were zero Turbidity readings greater than the MCL. There were 65 chlorine residual measurements taken from the distribution system with zero measurements where no chlorine was detected.  

There were 51 Turbidity readings for the month of April with the highest reading being 0.32 NTU’s.  There were zero Turbidity readings greater than the MCL.  There were 66 chlorine residual measurements taken from the distribution system with zero measurements where no chlorine was detected.

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Reports for the month of March shows an average flow of .264 million gallons per day coming into the plant with the highest flow for one day being .349 million gallons. 

The phosphorus poundage was 13.5lbs. The running total for the year at the end of March was 126.7lbs.  The highest phosphorus reading for the month was .25mg/l. There was a 98.0% efficiency on the BOD removal and 98.1% efficiency on the suspended solids removal.  

The month of April shows an average flow of .281 million gallons per day coming into the plant with the highest flow for one day being .344 million gallons. 

The phosphorus poundage was 13.4lbs. The running total for the year at the end of April was 140.1lbs.  The highest phosphorus reading for the month was .29mg/l. There was a 98.3% efficiency on the BOD removal and 99.3% efficiency on the suspended solids removal.

The Quarterly Discharge Monitoring Report for the first quarter shows no discharges at any of the three discharge points located at the District’s Water Treatment Plant backwash pond.

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Mrs. Scherer presented the cash disbursements made during March and April 2000.


Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams, seconded by Director McNab unanimously carried with acting Chairwoman Richardson voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for March and April 2000 were approved as submitted.


The financial recap and cash and investments for the months of March and April were reviewed by Mrs. Scherer.  




OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS
New Business had been discussed earlier in the meeting.

ADJOURN
There being no further business and upon motion duly made, 

seconded and unanimously carried, the regular meeting was continued to Tuesday, May 30, 2000.
