CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

MINUTES

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons, the March 28, 2002 minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons, the April 3, 2002 minutes were approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Simmons and seconded by Director McNab, the April 23, 2002 minutes were approved as revised.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

MEDICARE UPDATE

Manager Jones stated that the three employees involved are in agreement with the discussions held at the April 23,. 2002 Board of Directors Meeting and are waiting to revote the issue.

Ms. Schrimp stated that the new Medicare Referendum will be held on Monday, August 5, 2002, 9:00am at the District Office.

MAY 7, 2002 BOARD OF DIRECTORS ELECTION – RECAP

Mrs. Schrimp reviewed the election results.  Three new Directors were elected to the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board.  Official results were:  Christopher O’Dell with 482 votes,  Timothy Collins with 289 votes, Scott Mefford with 247 votes and Robert Humbert with 237 votes.

There were 2670 ballots issued, 577 counted which was a 22% turnout.  

Mrs. Schrimp stated George and Charlotte Raitz and Elizabeth Cessar did an excellent job as election judges.  She also thanked Stewart McNab and Janet Marks for serving as Election Canvassers.  

RECOGNITION OF OUTGOING BOARD MEMBERS

Director McNab thanked and presented plaques to former Chair Castle and former Directors Richardson and Williams for their years of participation, leadership, guidance and contributions to the District.

ADMINISTER OATHS OF OFFICE TO NEW DIRECTORS

Attorney Beaton administered the oaths of office to Christopher O’Dell, Scott Mefford and Timothy Collins.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Director Stewart McNab to the position of President/Chair of the Board.  The motion passed unanimously.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Simmons and seconded by Director Collins, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Christopher O’Dell to the position of 1st Vice President.  The motion passed unanimously.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected Dean Simmons to the position of Secretary/Treasurer. The motion passed unanimously.

Director Collins and Director Mefford are Vice Presidents.

DISTRICT WATER RIGHTS AND RELATED POLICIES

Manager Jones presented to the Board a chart of surface water rights owned by the Genesee Water & Sanitation District. He stated that even though it was prepared in 1989 the information is still correct. Genesee Water & Sanitation has three basic operating rights. They are the Warrior Ditch, Priority #4, Hodgson Ditch, Priority #3 and Pioneer Union Ditch, Priority #5. These senior rights allow Genesee by decrees to divert year round at the given rate. Typically the District’s requirements are covered by their Priority #3 and #4 rights. The District also has two Dakota Wells that are non-tributary for use as augmentation water. To date the District has never been required to use the wells for augmentation purposes. In addition the District has a storage pond located at the waste water treatment plant that when full has a capacity of approximately 16.5 acre feet. 

Attorney Beaton continued the discussion by explaining that the District’s senior rights have been transferred to municipal use on a year round basis and that the District is in good shape. He stated that good senior rights and replacement and storage supplies will provide for the District’s needs.  

Former Director Williams felt it would take several drought years to run out of its senior water rights. He also stated the District can take as much water as it wants to out of the creek as long as it puts that same amount of water back in the creek. He stated the District had to look at its augmentation and see if it was good enough, and that the only water that had to be replaced was the water lost to irrigation or consumption. 

Attorney Beaton stated that several other water boards have considered voluntary or mandatory water restrictions given the urgent circumstances that some of them are in. He asked the Board what restrictions if any or voluntary guidance does Genesee Water want to provide its residents. Further discussion continued on this matter.

Director O’Dell stated that he appreciated the information that was provided, and suggested the District publish a water conservation message.  It was suggested that the message include: 1) The Board is monitoring the situation monthly. 2) There are adequate water rights to operate as usual.  3) Discourage wasting water. Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton will draft a message for the Board to review.  It will be included with the June billing.  

LEGAL REPORT

Conflict of Interest

Attorney Beaton reviewed the Conflict of Interest disclosure statements.  He asked the Board to complete the questionnaire attached and return it to Ms. Schrimp. He also recommended each Board Member have SDA’s Board Member Manual regarding responsibilities and duties.

Government/Enterprise

Director McNab asked Attorney Beaton to give the Board a brief discussion regarding the differences between government and enterprise at the next board meeting.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Terrace Lift Station – Update

Manager Jones stated construction had begun and that they have not encountered any rock. The excavation for the main structure should be completed within the next day. Once the excavation is complete the next steps are the pipe lines, footers and forming the floor slab. The final easement agreement with Mr. Mulvihill is completed.  A landscaping plan will be submitted to the ARC and to Mr. Mulvihill.  

Manager Jones stated they are on track with the project except to date they have not received a building permit.  The contractor has called Jefferson County daily, but their response is that the permit is pending.  Manager Jones suggested the contractor document his contacts with Jefferson County, and keep construction going as scheduled. 

Attorney Beaton stated the District has done everything it can do to help get the permit, but that it’s the contractor’s responsibility to obtain the building permit. 

Manager Jones said that Director O’Dell has written an article to be published in the Genescene informing the residents of the need and progress of the lift station.
