ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

DISTRICT BUSINESS

Sewer Main Break – Northridge Court 

Attorney Beaton stated that a final Settlement Agreement and a memorandum had been agreed to between the District and the property owners.  Chair Castle stated that Board approval was not necessary since the Settlement Agreement and memorandum were previously approved at the August 22, 2000 meeting.  The Settlement Agreement and memorandum were signed and notarized. Copies were made for Attorney Beaton, Ms. Lynch, Ms. Madden and Mr. Mauro.  

Attorney Beaton also stated that the Special District Association (SDA) Property and Liability Pool will cover sewer backups in a no-fault setting beginning January 1, 2001.  At this time, the SDA doesn’t have all the details regarding premiums or deductibles, but most likely will be concurrent with their general insurance pool.  Special premiums and ratings will probably be established and will be an option for the District to consider and evaluate.

Manager Jones stated that the backup protection for Northridge Court that he discussed at the previous meeting was physically possible.  A four inch flap check valve can be installed on one of the clean out risers.  The elevation of the check valve itself will be four inches lower than the basement slab. Therefore, if sewer were to again back up in the sewer line it would go out the check valve before it actually goes into the basement.  The check valve is installed in a direction so that it will remain closed from the outside.  

Both Ms. Madden and Ms. Lynch thanked the Board and left the meeting at this time. 

Attorney Beaton stated that he spoke with St. Paul Insurance and a check for $10,000 has been mailed to the District.

CONTINUED REVIEW OF DISTRICT RULES & REGULATIONS

Section Three

Attorney Beaton referred to the deletion on page 9, 3.3.5 was made because of the redundancy of similar language in 3.3.2 regarding liability and indemnity. 

The indemnification of 3.3.4 needs to be broader in scope. Change to:  “The owner(s) shall indemnify the District from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be occasioned by the installation, repair or other interference with District water or sewer facilities and shall obtain any guarantee required by section 9.9.” 

Page 10, 3.5 the entire paragraph was changed and rewritten.  The current responsibility of the homeowner is from the discharge side of the curb box or curb stop valve into the home and the portion from the tap at the main over to the influent side of the curb stop is the District’s responsibility.  The District had a gray area as far as ownership and responsibility of the curb stop and the curb box and that is where the majority of all problems arise.  Most districts and municipalities including Denver Water have for a long time said the responsibility of the water service line in its entirety is the responsibility of the homeowner, beginning at the tap in the main line. The District does need to have access to the curb box. The biggest problem is that 50% of them are not accessible because once the District does the final inspection the property has ongoing landscaping and the boxes are damaged.  The new diagram will show owner responsibility from the home to the tap in the main, inclusive of the tap itself. The attached diagram will be included with the Rules and Regulations and referred to as Appendix TDB.

An encroachment policy will be included to Section 3 as 3.8.  Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton will draft the language for the easement and encroachment section and then summarize the District’s position on such encroachments. The District will either have a separate policy statement or a separate encroachment agreement from the Rules and Regulations.

Section Nine

Page 29. 9.11.2 has been previously approved.  The abnormal usage adjustment procedure will not be included in Section 9.  The procedure worksheet itself is to be used internally to make adjustments. 

Page 29. 9.11 - Manager Jones will review the language of 9.11. 

Page 29. 9.12 - To be changed to involuntary instead of voluntary.

Continued discussion and changes regarding Sections 3 and 9 will be continued at the October or November meeting.

Section One

Page 2. 1.6 Delete. 

Page 2. 1.8. Revise.

Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones to review language. 

Suggestions:  Amendments intended to clarify these Rules and Regulations may be made from time to time by the Board… 

The Rules and Regulations may be amended by majority vote in a properly amended regular meeting.  The District’s Board of Directors can determine to give such additional notice that it deems appropriate under the circumstances. 

Page 3. 1.13. Proposed addition to Section 1 to be included in the Rules and Regulations.

2001 BUDGET

Manager Jones asked for discussion regarding the elimination of the Availability of Service charge in 2001. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams that the Availability of Service charge be eliminated in 2001. The motion was seconded by Director Simmons and was unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye. Director McNab abstained.  

Capital Improvements for 2001 will include the replacement of the Terrace Lift Station.  The projected amount is $300,000 using Board restrictive funds and/or grant monies.  A new truck will be purchased to replace the old #3. Maintenance and Operations will include identifying problem areas, continued maintenance procedures and inform the Genesee residents of the District’s system and ongoing maintenance procedures.  A preliminary budget will be delivered to the Board prior to October 15, 2000.

MINUTES

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the August 22, 2000 minutes as corrected and submitted. 

LEGAL REPORT

Genesee Water & Sanitation Storage Augmentation Reservoir

Attorney Beaton asked Manager Jones if there was anything new regarding the status of the Reservoir.  Manager Jones stated that the District’s most recent Hydrometrics local contact appeared to be no longer with the company. The draining of the Reservoir started a couple of weeks ago to check for leaks.  The District is maintaining constant contact with the State Water Commissioner regarding reservoir status.

Water Use Policy – Foothills Fire Protection District

Manager Jones stated that he received a water use policy from the Foothills Fire Protection District that listed usage and maintenance of training firefighters.  The Board recommended that the District write a letter to Foothills letting them know that the District maintains and inspects its own hydrants.

Attorney Beaton left the meeting at this time.
