CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

MANAGER’S REPORT

E.Q.R. Report – The EQR Report was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of July 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)

Manager Jones said that the issue of Bear Creek being listed on the 303D list has been going on for a number of years. He gave a brief history of what the Bear Creek Watershed Association has been doing. He said the Association decided to hire a third party consultant, Chadwick Consultants to do a study on the stream. The study found that there is no impact on Bear Creek as far as temperature, DO, or Ph during normal flows on record. He said the Water Quality Control Commission also agrees with that study. It was the Water Quality Control Commission’s recommendation not to list this segment of Bear Creek on the 303D list, but rather continue to monitor it. However the EPA disagrees with the Water Quality Control Commissions decision and it is being discussed over the next few months. 

Attorney Beaton asked if the Bear Creek Watershed Association would comment on the proposed EPA action. He said that EPA may modify their decision once the comments are received from the State and others. He thinks it would be prudent in addition to the State’s comment on this that the Association also comment. Manager Jones said the Association did discuss it at their last meeting. The Association decided to draft a master letter to EPA discussing the issues and then each entity could draft a letter based on that master letter prior to EPA’s next meeting. Chair McNab said he has EPA’s decision document, and said there was no reference to the Bear Creek Water Association’s study and thinks that study should be part of the record. He also said that it seems to him that doing a master letter and everyone doing a similar letter isn’t as effective as each entity doing something unique which would be better.

Chair McNab asked Attorney Beaton to review the District’s letter before it is mailed to the EPA. Attorney Beaton said he would like to look at the Bear Creek Association’s letter also. He said he assumes that Chadwick will have input in drafting this letter. Manager Jones said, possibly, but he hasn’t heard. Chair McNab asked Manager Jones to recommend this to the Bear Creek Watershed Association. 

Director O’Dell asked assuming there is a temperature problem does the District have a way to solve it. Manager Jones said if the temperature was not being met he would discharge to the existing augmentation pond from Wastewater Plant and then pull off from the bottom of that pond during the heat of the summer. Director Collins asked if the reservoir was in service would it help to solve the temperature problem. Manager Jones said yes it would as far as lowering Genesee’s discharge temperatures during intermittent hot days but as a whole, it probably would not make a difference to the stream system. He said he didn’t think Genesee has a temperature problem. 

Director Mefford asked if the District received anything from Chadwick Consultants in terms of a report. Manager Jones said yes.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of July 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Director Strand asked if the storage reservoir would help in managing the turbidity effects on the creek. Superintendent McWilliams indicated it would especially during the spring run off. The District could take water out of the reservoir and it would be much easier to treat. He said the added benefit of the reservoir would help to manage turbidity during different times of the year. Manager Jones said turbidity is one indicator. Another is the particulate analysis. Manager Jones said the reservoir could be used as a source of water during times of high raw water turbidity thus helping the District in maintaining a finished water turbidity less than 0.3 NTUs. However, the reservoir may not necessarily preclude the District from adding a more effluent filtration system such as membrane filtration to consistently achieve a 3-log removal of Giardia. The current filters may not be able to do this as indicated by the latest microscopic particulate exams. 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of July 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.  

The District reported five chlorine exceedances in July due to equipment malfunction. The equipment has since been repaired. 

Director Mefford asked how the District’s plant discharge compared to Evergreen’s and others that are on the Creek? Superintendent McWilliams said he really didn’t know. Director O’Dell asked if these reports were public record? Manager Jones said yes. Director O’Dell asked that Superintendent Williams find out how the District compares to the other entities. He said he would like to know what shape the District is in. Director O’Dell asked if there was a way to find out discharge temperatures as well? Superintendent McWilliams said yes, the data is shared. Director O’Dell asked Superintendent McWilliams to put together a report that shows discharge temperatures and ammonia, etc. Director O’Dell said he has no problem standing with the Bear Creek Watershed Association as long as it’s in the District’s best interest. 

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Mefford was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for July 2004 were approved as submitted.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the cash and investments and the financial recap reports for the month of July 2004.  

MINUTES

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins, the July 27, 2004 minutes were approved as amended by Director Strand. The motion passed unanimously. 

RESERVOIR PROJECT

Site Analysis Update - Mr. Steve Jamieson, W.W. Wheeler

Manager Jones said a meeting regarding the permitting issues was scheduled with the Corps of Engineers on September 1,, 2004

Mr. Jamieson said the Board had requested him to look at the cost estimates of dam sites E and A which are below the lower wastewater treatment plant site. He displayed a map showing all of the dam sites that the District has looked at. He reviewed the names of the sites for the public. Mr. Jamieson began with dam sites E and A and said that both of these lower sites will need pump stations to pump water to the Water Treatment Plant. These two sites become more expensive than the other sites because of the pump stations and that they would require a higher volume of roller compacted concrete. 

Mr. Jamieson presented a spreadsheet comparing the total estimated project costs for all of the sites for a 125 acre-feet reservoir. He said that they tried to apply the same criteria for each of the sites. A copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. He said he was asked about the increases to the estimated cost to the Lower Wastewater Treatment Plant site. He said back in January it was estimated at $1 million less than now. Since then he has included a drain/fill only pipeline at a cost of $390,000. The drain/fill pipeline requires more land acquisition for an additional easement and that cost went from $200,000 to $350,000. He also said he looked at the access road and that it increased from $30,000 from $70,000. There were also concrete increases for a bypass pipeline to run effluent water past the reservoir.  Mr. Jamieson said there is also a 20% design contingency cost to the total cost since the dam is not yet fully designed.  

Mr. Jamieson presented a second spreadsheet showing a cost comparison of storing only 75 acre-feet at the Alternative Site, the Lower WWTP Site and Site A. A copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. Chair McNab said there is more of a change in cost at the Alternate site than the other two sites. Mr. Jamieson introduced Mike Stonefelt from W.W. Wheeler, who has been working on itemizing the costs. 

Resident Comment: If we are filling the reservoir with treated water and that cost has not been included in the total costs, I think that it is critical to know and asked the Board to ask the Engineer to figure those costs out. Chair McNab said he thought they could be figured out easily for the Lower Waste Water Treatment Plant site. Manager Jones said the cost of treating the water is about $1.20 for every one thousand gallons to get it up to the Lower Wastewater Plant site and $1.80 to $1.90 for the Ralston site. Mike Stonefelt said the treated water cost for the initial fill of the Ralston site is $57,000 based on the information for 125-acre feet. He also said included in the total cost is the initial fill cost and refill cost in the annual maintenance that is based on the pumping costs, not on the cost to treat the water on any of the sites. He asked Manager Jones to get him the cost of treating the water and then it can be applied across the board to all of the sites. 

Mr. Jamieson said it was important to look at them as relative costs and compare them with one another and once a site has been selected he can then maximize the storage amount with the dollars the District has to spend. 

Chair McNab asked if Mr. Jamieson had any concerns regarding the Lower Alternate site? Mr. Jamieson said his only question is that there is a fault in the vicinity. He thinks the dam could be moved up stream or down stream to deal with that. Chair McNab asked if that could be identified in the near future? Mr. Jamieson said not without drilling holes. Chair McNab asked what the next step would be if the perfect site was selected? Mr. Jamieson said he has $150,000 estimated for detail site mapping, drilling holes, lab testing data, etc. Director O’Dell asked if there is more of a problem at the Alternate site or at the Ralston site? Mr. Jamieson said at this point he didn’t know.

Resident Question.  She said she was still confused why the Board was not selecting the Lower Waste Water Treatment Plant site when it is the least expensive site. Chair McNab said there are a lot of issues associated with this site, cost, environmental, permitting issues, and the concern for the people who live near there.

Mr. Jamieson reviewed the potential wetlands impacted at all of the sites. He said he spoke to Mr. Dougherty of ERO who said that the Corps of Engineers would look at everything and they would probably consider all of the sites relatively the same. He said that the thought the Cold Springs Gulch site at 1.84 acres would not fit the criteria and probably would not be permitable. 

Mr. Jamieson said there were no Preble’s mice found in the Alternative site. He said they are trapping the Cold Springs Gulch site this week. The environmental studies will be done by the end of the week before the September 1st Corps of Engineers meeting. He said he was trying to bring the list down to a couple of sites that make sense. He said he was recommending to the Board to look at the Lower Alternate site and the Ralston site and go through the permitting process with both of those. 

Director O’Dell asked Mr. Jamieson if he needed to wait on the 404 permitting before starting the engineering studies. Mr. Jamieson said he could start at any site with the engineering studies, but the District would run the risk of spending $150,000 and that site being killed. 

Resident Comment. Even if you go to the Corp with these two sites on Sept 1st, you still don’t have the money to pay for it and then you will be right back where you started and that is looking at the Bitterroot site. Mr. Jamieson said this is still a preliminary discussion with the Corps of Engineers and the process starts when the District submits the 404-permit application. 

Resident Comment. I am very surprised that you would have a preliminary discussion with an environmental consultant right now and you would say that the wetlands acreage on the Cold Springs Gulch site is 1.84 acres and therefore it is so much more than the other ones that the Corps would say it is not permitable. I don’t follow that logic. I think that’s why you take it all to the Corps and see what the Corps says. Mr. Jamieson said that is what he was planning to do. Secondly, I read your memo and you said there were three decision factors that the Board should use: cost, wetlands and opposition. I think we should consider other factors.

My real question here is are we going to develop a matrix where we have each alternative and each factor found and are we going to say yes no or one through ten and rate them and give each one a score or sit around and ask each board member what is their feeling about this. 

Chair McNab said that the resident has been at all of the meetings and that the site will be decided at a meeting. The resident said he is suggesting that the Board develop a matrix method of evaluating the different alternatives. He asked should there be a decision tree process, in other words, the first thing to do is, how much money do we have to spend and that might eliminate some alternatives right away, then the next thing in the decision tree is, are there environmental issues and so forth. He said as the Board goes through this discussion he is having more and more questions about it and a matrix would be helpful. 

Chair McNab said he thinks that the Board is to the point where it should get the Corps’ view on all of the sites. He said he thinks by the next board meeting a site should be selected. Chair McNab said they are at the point where more engineering is needed and it looks like the reservoir site may not be at 125 acre feet in size but after a site is picked, then Mr. Jamieson can determine what site the District can build.

Resident Comment. There are clearly two sites that are out of reach for a 125 acre-foot dam, they are sites E and A. The Alternate dam site is a bit of a stretch at $4 or $5 hundred thousand dollars over the budget. He asked why are they presenting them at the Sept 1st meeting with the Corps if they are purely pipe dreams, out of reach cost-wise. He said, if in fact, the Ralston site can be done without the pump station it certainly looks to me like a very good alternative not only from a citizen input, but it is also the cheapest alternative. 

Director O’Dell said the first thing to look at is the cost of filling the Ralston site and that is a bigger number then for instance the Lower Alternate dam site that gets filled with raw water. So the annual operating costs of the Ralston site adds up quickly when treating water used to fill a reservoir. Further discussion ensued regarding the Ralston site, water seepage, chlorine and water pressure. Manager Jones said he had asked Greg Sullivan to go to the State engineers office to find out what the historical flow data was on Cold Springs Gulch, but there was very little information. 

Director O’Dell said he agrees with Chair McNab that the Board has the information to select among the alternative sites. He said he is not wedded to the 125 acre-feet, but would like to get as close to it as they can. He said he is interested in what the Corps has to say as soon as the meeting is over, and would like to have another special meeting to get things going is necessary. He thinks the Board could then make a decision.

Director Mefford agrees with Director O’Dell and knows which sites he would like to take forward. He said he is ready to throw out the Cold Springs Gulch site and the Lower Wastewater Treatment Plant site because of the public opposition and the cost. Also, he said he is ready to throw out dam sites E and A because the costs associated with those. He said he wanted to look at the ones that the District can afford, which are the Ralston sites and a scaled down version of the Alternative sites. Both of which are reasonable and feasible that will fit the District needs. 

Director Mefford said he would like to spend the money on those sites rather than spending it on trapping mice and things on other sites that are feasible. He said he had concerns because of what happened at the Pine Brook hills site. He understands that their district passed their bonds and is paying interest on them but it can’t get the site permitted because of Boulder County issues and because of public opposition to it.

Director Collins said that he agrees with Director Mefford, but prior to meeting the Corps of Engineers he said that the Board should prioritize what its preferred sites would be in case that comes up for discussion. He said he would choose the Alternate dam site to be the first choice and the Lower Alternate site to be the second with the Ralston sites to follow that. Chair McNab asked why the Alternate before the Lower Alternate site. Director Collins said the Lower Alternate site has a dogleg in it.  Mr. Jamieson said there have been a lot of dams built that way and that it is not a problem at all. 

Director Strand agrees with Director Collins, but would like the 125 acre-feet or more of storage. He said he has perceived the Board as going through the decision process and agrees that the primary site is the Alternate site then Ralston site needs to be looked at. He asked why the initial fill couldn’t be done by renting temporary pumps and pump it in at the intake point not beyond the treatment point, before it’s treated, somewhere in that 50 or 75 yards pull the water which is basically creek water out at that point, and not use our system to move it, but a temporary system. Then after that depending on the water rights issue, have enough refill to account for evaporation. Finally, he said he is not willing to close the book on any of the sites yet. If at the end of the day, if the Alternate site can’t be done and the Ralston can’t be done, he is not willing to close the door on something being done at the Lower Wastewater Plant site. 

Mr. Jamieson said that the Corps of Engineers will be impressed by how much the District has done on wetlands mapping and environmental studies and that all of the sites will be presented to the Corps for their opinion. Mr. Jamieson said Director Mefford, Manager Jones and Steve Dougherty of ERO Resources would be the ones meeting with Tim Carey of the Corps of Engineers. 

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell for the Board to concentrate on the Alternate sites and push the process forward to work within the budget and other parameters without precluding going back to the other sites if the Alternates sites do not work out. The motion was seconded by Director Collins, and passed unanimously.

Mr. Jamieson said he would not be able to attend the September 28th Board meeting because he will be attending conference out of town, but that Mike Stonefelt will attend. Chair McNab requested that Mike Stonefelt also attend the Corps of Engineers meeting on the 1st of September. 

Director O’Dell asked if Mr. Jamieson could notify the Board by email right away the results of the meeting with the Corps of Engineers. 

Project And Funding Schedule

Manager Jones said he prepared an Excel spreadsheet to help in tracking the project history and also projecting the funds. He said his main goal now is to get the money invested in a term that will give the District the best return based on a draw schedule. Chair McNab said that Manager Jones and Mr. Jamieson needed to work on a draw schedule first and then try to accomplish the best rate of return from that point. Director Mefford asked if Dain Rauscher was the best person to talk to. Manager Jones said he has not talked to anyone at Dain Rauchser yet, but had Ms. Schrimp call ColoTrust to find out what kind of rates they would give us. On $7.5 million at 3 months it was 1.26%, 6 months 1.86% and at 1 year 2.13%. Director O’Dell said that Tom Wendelin said he could get over 3% for everything, net of their fees. Manager Jones said that Tom Wendelin did make a statement that Dain Rauscher would charge a flat fee of $3,000 to invest the whole thing. Director O’Dell requested that Manager Jones see what other people had to offer. Director Collins said he thinks the target should be 4%. Manager Jones said that Tom Wehdelin of Dain Rauchser would give the District a fixed rate of return over the life, no matter how much money was in there or how long, but based upon our construction schedule. Mr. Jamieson said that he could get a schedule drawn up once the sites have been selected. Chair McNab said the Board is directing Manager Jones to get as much as he can without putting the District at risk. 

District’s Cash Deposit & Investment Policy
Attorney Beaton reminded the Board that the District has a cash and investment policy. Under that policy there are limitations on repurchases and other investments that Dain Rauscher would propose. He said that the Board, by motion should give Manager Jones the flexibility to exceed the policy limitations. Attorney Beaton suggested that Manager Jones propose a specific investment program for these proceeds and then have the Board approve it. Chair McNab agreed with that and said the Board will have a special meeting if that was necessary to approve it. Director Strand said it was wise to disclose to Tom Wendelin, Dain Rauscher the suggestion of using the Enterprise money first and if that will affect the rate of return the District gets and their offer. 

Mr. Jamieson said he did an earned value chart to show the project’s budgeted dollars. Director Collins said he is familiar with type of chart, and even though the line looks like we are under budget, it doesn’t mean that it is. He said he is familiar with using a total of three lines, one line for the plan, one for the actual spending and then one for an educated evaluation of what we earn in terms of what rate we are spending money and how quickly we getting there and how much we are using. 

Attorney Beaton asked how the construction bidding has been. Mr. Jamieson said it all depends on the timing. He said that fuel prices will affect things and the time of year the District goes out for bid. He said that January or February is a good time to bid. He said there is a lot of work to do between now and December 2005. The key thing will be the State Engineer’s review assuming the permitting process goes easy with the Corps of Engineers and with Jefferson County. Manager Jones asked Mr. Jamieson with regard to the State of Engineers review, how much it costs to have a third party review the plans so that time could be possibly cut by four months. Mr. Jamieson said it depends on who the District gets to do it. He said it could be $30,000 plus or minus ten thousand depending on the complexity and who is doing it. 

Mr. Jamieson said he will be working with Manager Jones to get a project schedule developed. He will update the Cash Flow spread sheet based upon what the Board decided and give it to Manager Jones for him to use to give to Dain Rauchser and to whomever else he wants to bid. He said he is comfortable with the two sites and one valley and could go forward. 

Mr. Jamieson asked if the Board wanted to invest soon in any field investigations at the Alternate site, this fall. He said that Phase 1 is the subsurface investigation where they drill some holes to get an idea of what the rock is like. He said it was nice to proceed that way so that he can hone in on what to do in the next phase. He said the whole site mapping would need to be completed, including having the area flown.

Chair McNab asked if they could fly the Alternate site and the Ralston site concurrently and how much it would cost. Chair McNab said he would call the Foundation and tell them the District has focused on a site on their property and wanted to be put on the agenda for their next meeting.  He said he would talk to the Foundation Board about getting permission to go onto the site.

Manager Jones said that Mr. Jamieson couldn’t do any geo tech work until the District has access to the property. He asked the Board if they wanted to give Attorney Beaton the directive to proceed with the condemnation process. Chair McNab asked what are we condemning for. The right to use it and then the question is for how long do we need it.  He said he wanted to talk to the Foundation Board first, but now the District needs both halves of the site and Mr. Williams has not yet responded to any of the Board’s requests. Attorney Beaton said the District should do the same process that they did before and that is to try to negotiate with the landowners for access for this geo technical work. If it is not done in a reasonable time frame then the Board should go and authorize the condemnation. Chair McNab asked Attorney Beaton to ask Attorney Montgomery to write a letter to Mr. Williams’ lawyer and say your client won’t talk to our people so I am asking, “will your client consent to the District doing the geo technical investigation on his property” and see what his response is. Attorney Beaton will write a resolution to be put on the agenda next month if the District is unable to work with Mr. Williams and the Foundation. 

Director Strand left the meeting at this time.

Director Mefford asked if the size of land is any different on the Lower Alternate site than on the Upper Alternate site. Mr. Jamieson said no. Manager Jones asked if the Board wanted to do anything with the 99-year lease the District has with the Foundation. Director Collins said he did not want to pursue the lease now. Chair McNab said the Foundation will need a condemnation order and not to dismiss the lease right now just in case the Foundation comes up with something reasonable. Director O’Dell he thinks it is worth doing now just in case any construction is done there. Director Mefford said he is not opposed to doing that if it can be done at a reasonable cost. Chair McNab requested that Steve Jamieson email him a paragraph describing what the District is going to do in Phase 1, such as move vehicles in and drilling holes, and what happens when we are done. Attorney Beaton requested that he be copied on the email because the condemnation attorneys will ask the same questions. 

Attorney Beaton said that statutory provisions allows the District to go onto a site for surveying purposes, but is not sure it includes putting panels for aerial surveying down? Attorney Beaton said he would ask Attorney Mark May this question. Chair McNab told Mr. Jamieson to be prepared to do the surveys in early October. Chair McNab asked if they could do both sites at the same time.  Mr. Jamieson will talk to a surveyor and let the Board know. Manager Jones will ask Norm Ralston if the District could put down the aerial panels. Director O’Dell will make an initial meeting with Jefferson County. He said he needed to know what is it he needs to take to the Commissioners for them to approve and how far along does the District need to be in the planning process.  

Mr. Jamieson’s to do list:

· After the meeting with the Corps of Engineers – email Board results of their impressions

· Updated draw scheduled to Manager Jones

· Email to Chair McNab and Attorney Beaton a description of what is involved and the time needed for Phase 1

· Plans and place to start Surveying site

· Meeting with the 1041 people, Director O’Dell to set up

Director O’Dell will write an update for the August billing that includes selling the bonds, chose a preferred site and that the Board is moving forward with geo-technical permitting, surveying, etc. 

LEGAL REPORT – Timothy Beaton, Moses, Wittemyer, Harrison & Woodruff, P.C.

Proposed Global Settlement regarding District Involvement in Various Water Court Cases

Manager Jones said at the last Board meeting Attorney Montgomery was to contact Mountain Mutual and make them an offer to settle the various water court cases. At that time Mountain Mutual was offering $40,000. Manager Jones said he and Attorney Montgomery negotiated $50,000 and that these funds will go toward the storage reservoir.  The District received one check from Mountain Mutual in the amount of $25,000. A second check of $25,000 will be mailed to the District when construction starts construction on the reservoir. 

Resolution Prohibiting the Open Carrying of Firearms on District Property

Attorney Beaton said that the language of prohibiting the open carrying of firearms is already included in the draft District’s Employee manual. He said that this does not prohibit the carrying of concealed weapons if there is a permit. Once the Board adopts this resolution a notice of this prohibition should be posted on the District facilities. The notice is to be posted only on the primary entrances to District facilities; the office, the Water Plant, the Wastewater Plant and Terrace lift station. 

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell to adopt the resolution prohibiting the open carrying of firearms on District property or in District facilities. The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously by quorum.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Director O’Dell MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice on specific legal questions, including matters in litigation, under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously.
Director O’Dell MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously.

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell authorized the District’s Attorney and General Manager to execute a stipulation settling the water right claims with respect to Mountain Mutual in a global fashion pursuant to the parameters discussed in executive session. The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously.
