ATTENDANCE

A Regular Meeting and Public Hearing of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of July 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

BEAR CREEK FLOWS

Manager Jones said currently Bear Creek is flowing around 30 cfs and has been staying close to 20 cfs or above since July. Director Strand asked if Manager Jones is comfortable with the Urban Drainage gauge near the District’s take out point that is currently showing 3 cfs. Manager Jones said he is not comfortable with that gauge. The Morrison gauge is the gauge that Bear Creek water rights are administered from. Director Strand asked what his concern was with the Urban gauge. Manager Jones said it is not an accurate flow measurement gauge, especially at lower flows. It is more of an indicator; for flood conditions, a range of what the stream flow is, based on an upstream thunderstorm event. Attorney Beaton suggested that Mr. Stanton talk to Urban Drainage and see whether or not they are willing to improve the gauge or if that particular type of gauge is going to work with low flows and find out what their view is. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of July 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Manager Jones presented the July financials in Ms. Schrimp’s absence.

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Collins and seconded by Director Mefford was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye the Cash Disbursements for July 2006 were approved as submitted.

RESERVOIR PROJECT 

Project Update – Mike Stonefelt, W.W. Wheeler
Mike Stonefelt said construction is proceeding as well as they expected. ASI-Flatiron is excavating the dam foundation, blasting, pouring and crushing aggregate for the RCC. They have completed the excavation for the service spillway conduit and have placed leveling concrete for the entire stretch. In the next week or two they will be placing the floor, walls and ceiling for the service spillway. 

Director Strand asked if the storage estimate is still at worst case 100 acre feet and at best case 125 acre feet? Mr. Stonefelt said they haven’t seen any changes to that estimate. Director Strand asked if everything is fine with the State Engineer. Mr. Stonefelt said they are expecting their review and comments tomorrow.

Mr. Galen Knickel asked if the State Engineer has approved the plans for dam. Mr. Stonefelt said the State Engineer has approved the original plans for the dam, which includes the foundation. 

Director Strand asked if there have been any other trespassers? Mr. Stonefelt said he was aware of Mr. Jay Horowitz and said that Mr. Tom Massopust sent pictures of the reservoir site to the State Engineer that he had taken from inside the site area. Chair McNab said that it had been reported that Mr. Massopust was seen unauthorized on the reservoir site. 

Attorney Beaton said two deputy sheriffs’ are addressing these cases. Chair McNab asked if there would be any value in the Board writing to Sheriff Mink asking him to expedite these cases as much as possible. Attorney Beaton said that an affidavit could be sent to Sheriff Mink requesting that any trespassers be apprehended and prosecuted.

Director Strand said he is concerned that anyone unauthorized on the site could endanger himself, herself, the equipment, or do things that could endanger the employees of the contractor. He said he wants to make sure the District is doing everything it should so that trespassers are discouraged from going onto the site. Director Collins said those unauthorized people also have access to the District’s Treatment works as well. 

Motion: Motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Daviess directing legal counsel and staff and the chairman to write and sign whatever letters are necessary and to do everything possible to apprehend and prosecute trespassers so that unauthorized citizens are discouraged from going on the site.

Discussion:  Director Mefford said any kind of construction project has inherent dangerous conditions that exist. The contractor has adopted a safety plan and has provisions in place to make sure this is a safe site. However, unauthorized intruders on the site obviously do not understand or comply with the safety plans and therefore endanger both themselves and others on the project.

The motion passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye. 

Mr. Galen Knickel asked if the Board was going to follow through on its promise to have access to the site so that people know what is going on. Chair McNab said tours have occurred and a further one is scheduled. After discussions with the contractor and appreciating the conditions of the site these are not tours that are available to the general public because the District doesn’t have the resources to safely conduct tours of the site for the general public while the dam is being constructed and still meet the requirements of the schedule.  

Mr. Gary Anderson said he appreciated having the opportunity to take the tour. He appreciates the fact that it can’t be done on a broad basis. He said there would be discussions and a report of the reservoir site tour at the September Genesee Foundation Board meeting that Mr. Knickel is invited to attend. 

PETITION FOR INCLUSION –- Genesee Reservation, Block 19, Lots 2 & 3

Chair McNab asked if Mr. Ihrig received a copy of the Inclusion Agreement. Attorney Beaton said yes but, wasn’t sure if the terms of the Agreement were acceptable or not. He said he would prefer not to have this Inclusion Agreement outstanding for a long period of time. He proposed that the Board allow the Agreement to be extended until the next Board meeting in September. 

Motion: Motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Mefford if Mr. Ihrig wants to accept the terms of this Inclusion Agreement he needs to do so before the next Board of Directors meeting in September. The motion passed unanimously.

MINUTES

Motion: Motion made by Director Stand and seconded by Director Collins, the July 25, 2006 minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS

Web Site

Director Strand requested the pictures that Mr. Stanton took of the reservoir site during the tour be added to the new web site as soon as the functionality allows that to be done.

Xcel Energy

Manager Jones will need notarized signatures on the temporary easement that the Board granted Xcel Energy at the last Board meeting. He said he received the paper work back from Xcel with the same language that the Genesee Foundation used on their temporary easement. 

Membrane Filtration

Director Strand asked Superintendent McWilliams what the status was of the stream studies. Superintendent McWilliams said he spoke to Russ Clayshulte with the Bear Creek Watershed Association.  Mr. Clayshulte said so far there have not been studies done regarding residual pharmaceuticals. He indicated there was a study done by the EPA on the Platte River, two or three years ago. Superintendent McWilliams is working on getting a copy of those results. Currently, there are no regulations from the EPA on pharmaceuticals, but Mr. Clayshulte believes new regulations will come soon. 

Director Strand said the goal is to find out what is in Bear Creek so that the Board can better understand what kind of filtration system it needs if any. Superintendent McWilliams said he asked Mr. Clayshulte if the Association would be interested in being involved in a project like this, but said the Association doesn’t have the money to do that sort of thing. 

Superintendent McWilliams is still trying to find someone to come and talk to the Board. Attorney Beaton suggested contacting Metro Denver Wastewater Reclamation District. Ms. Barbara Biggs is their Environmental Compliance Officer. She is also a member of the Colorado Water Quality Control Commission and is on the Colorado Water Conservation Board.  Chair McNab suggested the Board meet with her in the context of a work session if that would work out better for her schedule. 

Surplus Water

Director Strand asked if there has been any development with regard to a potential emergency water linkage with Lookout Mountain. Manager Jones said he met with the contract operator for the Lookout Water District and thinks they can make things work. They looked at it in two different ways, one is temporary on an emergency basis or two, if the Districts’ want to create an intergovernmental agreement they can do something permanent. Manager Jones will send Chair McNab an email with contact information. Lookout Mountain is getting ready to update their water treatment plant and is going to a membrane filtration system next year and increasing their capacity. Director Daviess asked what the cost would be of a temporary connect? Manager Jones said he thought it would be less than $10,000. 

NEW BUSINESS

Letters from Residents

Director Strand said resident Thaddeus Spack had a concern about water pressure in the area of Wayne’s Way and that Manager Jones doesn’t feel the District has a problem there, but instead some of the homes because of where they are located need supplemental pressure devices to make sure they have adequate flow. Manager Jones said there was description in the minutes of last month’s meeting that stated this area is one of the lower pressure areas of the District in comparison with the District itself. He said it has been more of a home plumbing issue with some of the homes on Rockrose. 

Director Strand said he spoke to Mr. Spack who said he does have a pressure problem and it’s usually when other people are using water in the area and that sounded to him that Mr. Spack is somehow being impacted. Director Strand would like to have the Spack residence investigated to make sure there is not a kink issue and two if it is a pressure issue what should the District be considering especially if others in that area approach the Board for inclusions some day. Director Strand also asked if the District had more users in that area if there would be more things the District could do to improve the pressure overall. Manager Jones said possibly, but it depends on where the users are.
