CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called to order a continuation of the November 29, 2005 Public Hearing with the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board. 

PUBLIC HEARING, NOVEMBER 29, 2005

The Board continued its public hearing considered the decision of the Planning Commission to disapprove the Genesee reservoir. At the Public Hearing on November 29th the Board passed a motion to override the Planning Commission. At that meeting, the Board informed the public that it would continue the meeting on December 1st in order to complete a resolution implementing the motion that was made on November 29th. 

Attorney Beaton said the District gave notice of this continued meeting. The notice was posted in three places within the District and at the Jefferson County Courthouse.  He said the Board directed him to prepare a resolution based on the comments of the Board and based on the testimony and the record. 

Director Strand said the most recent community letter included a notice regarding the meeting on the 29th and Frequently Asked Questions. He said he believed that it was made clear in the mailing that there was a financial interest by Mr. Knickel in the Ralston property.

EXECUTIVE SESSION – Attorney Timothy Beaton

Director O’Dell MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice on specific legal questions, including matters posing potential litigation regarding the reservoir site determination under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously.
Director O’Dell MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Collins, and passed unanimously.

Thereupon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand that in accordance with the direction of this Board for Attorney Beaton to prepare a resolution of this Board with respect to overruling the decision of the Jefferson County Planning Commission based upon the comments of the Board that were made at the hearing, and based upon the draft presented by the attorney with the changes that were discussed here, and move that the Board approve the resolution. The resolution is based upon the testimony and documents that were received at the hearing on Tuesday night based on the Director’s comments, which this meeting is a continuation and that the resolution therefore comports with the decision that was made on Tuesday night and constitutes the decision of the Board with respect to this matter. The motion passed unanimously.

Director O’Dell requested the resolution be mailed to residents as soon as possible. He will draft a one page cover letter to go with it.
