· Intra Fund Transfers and Restricted funds to Capital Outlay specifically detailed

· Hospitalization – Manager notified Employees at Staff Meeting they will begin to pay 10% of the cost of their dependent’s coverage effective January 1, 2009. It is proposed an increase in Field salaries will help offset the hospitalization costs to the field employees only. 

Motion:  Director Strand moved to adopt a resolution summarizing expenditures and revenues and adopting a budget as described in the summary resolution and made part of these minutes by attachment was seconded by Director Spack and unanimously carried with Chair Mefford voting aye.

Motion:  Director Strand moved to adopt a resolution levying general property taxes for the year 2009 as described in the summary resolution and made part of these minutes by attachment was seconded by Director Anderson and unanimously carried with Chair Mefford voting aye.

Motion:  Director Strand moved to adopt a resolution appropriating sums of money as described in the summary resolution and made part of these minutes by attachment was seconded by Director Spack and unanimously carried with Chair Mefford voting aye.
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand to close the Public Hearing was seconded by Director Spack and passed unanimously.

DISCUSSION OF DISTRICT FEES & CHARGES

Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Anderson to increase the water service base rate from $40.00 bimonthly to $42.00 (5.0%) bimonthly and increase subsequent usage as proposed in Scenario 2; and increase the sewer service from $77.00 bimonthly to $83.00 bimonthly was seconded by Director Spack. The motion passed four to one with Director Collins voting no.
Director Collins was excused from the meeting at this time.
