CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of January 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – A new Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of January 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report - The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of January 2006 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Letter to Scott F. Klarich, Water Quality Control Division

Superintendent McWilliams gave the Board a copy of the letter that he mailed on February 10, 2006 to the Colorado State Health Department reviewing sanitary sewer overflows over the last five years. Mr. Klarich confirmed he did receive the letter, but has not had the chance to respond. A copy of the letter is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Thereupon, motion made by Director Collins and seconded by Director O’Dell was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye the Cash Disbursements for January 2006 were approved as submitted.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the reservoir cash status, the cash and investments and the financial recap reports for the month of January 2006. 

Ms Schrimp said the District’s 2005 audit was completed on February 3, 2006. 

Web Site Update

Ms. Schrimp said that she was meeting tomorrow morning with Cody Belzley of Sondermann/E-Squared Partners and Patrick van den Broek of GorillaSoft to discuss the District’s web site. Ms. Belzley has reviewed and made written recommendations to update the District’s web site at the request of Director Strand.  The Board will review the proposal when received.

Mr. Stanton suggested that District staff look at Pine Brook’s web site. Pine Brook uses a web cam for tracking their reservoir construction. 

RESERVOIR PROJECT

Update – Steve Jamieson, W.W. Wheeler & Associates

Mr. Jamieson said the District received approval of the dam design from the Colorado State Engineer. A copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Mr. Jamieson updated the Board on the status of the project. A copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Director Strand said the subcommittee’s plan was to open bids at 3:00 p.m. on March 10th at the District office. The bids will not be discussed or analyzed only opened. The subcommittee is scheduled to meet on the 15th at 8:30 am at which time W.W. Wheeler will present their recommendations to the subcommittee. The subcommittee will prepare its recommendation and give it to the Board at the March Board meeting. Mr. Jamieson said that contractor’s bids are good for 90 days. 

Board Resolution to Apply Visual Mitigation Features

Director O’Dell said the County Commissioners expressed concern that the Board would meet with the residents to talk about visual mitigation and the staining of the dam. The proposed resolution addresses three areas, 1) a meeting with residents, which is being planned now; 2) a commitment on the part of the District to do visual mitigation projects of at least $50,000; and 3) a commitment is to stain the down stream face of the dam using the variegated stain as described by Mr. Jamieson. The Commissioners asked for a commitment on the part of the District to these things and felt is was appropriate for the Board to give them that commitment in writing with the adoption of a resolution. A copy of the resolution is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Thereupon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand to adopt the resolution as submitted by Director O’Dell passed unanimously.

Town of Morrison

Manager Jones received a letter from Jerry Smith, Town Administrator whose biggest concern regarding the reservoir construction was the truck traffic. Manager Jones told him he would meet with him. He said he could give him a better idea of the truck schedule after bids are opened. Director O’Dell volunteered to meet with Mr. Smith.

Director Strand said that on an average basis the truck traffic is somewhere around 4 or 5 trucks per hour at the peak time of the construction period, this was a fairly small “parade of trucks.”

ELECTION

Election Update, Debbie Schrimp, Designated Election Official

Ms. Schrimp said she received six (6) self-nomination forms; Timothy Collins; Scott Mefford; Frank Daviess; Marc Miller; Galen Knickel; and Carl Janicek. She notified all candidates of the lot drawing, which will be held Wednesday, March 1, 2006 at 2:00 pm. 

Mail Ballot with Walk-In Voting Site Located within District 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District will have a mail ballot election with a walk-in voting site on Election Day located within the District. 

MINUTES

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins the January 24, 2006 minutes were approved with the changes proposed by Chair McNab. The motion passed unanimously. 

LEGAL REPORT

CCOERA

Attorney Beaton, Manager Jones and Ms. Schrimp met with the CCOERA representative regarding the District’s Retirement Participation Agreements to confirm specific items. The Board approved them at their July meeting both the 401a and the 457 agreements subject to legal and staff review. Attorney Beaton said that has now been accomplished and wanted the Board to know that the agreements were found appropriate. The CCOERA representative requested a copy of the District’s contribution policy for the 457 Plan. The Board would need to ratify the policy to include the 2% compensation contribution on the District’s behalf along with the ability to make a lump sum contribution, which it has implemented in previous actions. 

Therefore motion made by Director O’Dell the adoption of the 457 Plan contribution policy as ratified was seconded by Director Strand and passed unanimously. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION – Attorney Timothy Beaton

Director O’Dell MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice on specific legal questions, including matters posing potential litigation, under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Collins, and passed unanimously.
Director O’Dell MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Collins, and passed unanimously.

Attorney Beaton was given direction in executive session in connection with the conduct of the Knickel lawsuit and will act in accordance with that direction.

During the course of the executive session another piece of new business was recollected and that had to do with a meeting with the Idledale Water District.  Director Mefford and Manager Jones met with the Idledale Board of Directors, Manager of the Idledale Water District and their Water Attorney, Paul Silas. Discussions were fairly supportive. Director Mefford said they are not concerned about the visual aspects, but the safety aspects.  His impression is that they are now comfortable with the approval of the State Engineer. He said they expressed some interest in sharing a small amount of storage for purposes of fitting into their augmentation plan.  They need around 2 acre-feet in storage. Attorney Beaton said he would prefer to have some kind of emergency loan on a discretionary basis if the need arose rather than getting into a contract. Manager Jones said to wait until they come back to the District first. Director Strand he wanted to compliment the District Manager for opening up communications with District neighbors.
