CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.

Chair McNab reminded everyone that motion to excuse Director Collins from tonight’s meeting was passed at the last Board of Director’s meeting on January 23, 2007.
MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of January, 2007 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of January 2007 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Mefford and seconded by Director Strand was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye the Cash Disbursements for January 2007 were approved as submitted.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the cash and investments and financial recaps for the months of December 2006 and January 2007.

RESERVOIR PROJECT


Project Update

Manager Jones said they are currently at elevation 6790. Phase II has two feet left to go. After Phase II they will get forms stripped and start moving into Phase III, which will take one to two weeks to complete. The grout curtain is scheduled to start in March, with approximately one month construction time. An area above the right abutment will require special treatment. Extra leveling concrete is needed there because of the over excavation in that area. The cost is estimated at $5,000 or less. 

Chair McNab asked Steve Jamieson if the cold weather prevents RCC placement will they work on the service spillway intake tower instead. Steve Jamieson said they are holding off on that because of safety issues. They are close to finishing Phase II then will start on the intake tower at the same time as Phase III. Director Strand asked if they could do grouting while the intake tower is being worked on. Steve Jamieson said yes. Director Mefford said most of that work can be done without as much regard to the weather as what they have been dealing with so far. 

Manager Jones said one issue came up with the State Engineer. The State Engineer is requesting a separate submittal for the proposed toe drain and downstream embankment fill. Originally they thought that it was incorporated within Change Order Number One, but according to the State Engineer it is not. He said it was a surprise, but the people at Pine Brook said the State required the same from them. A meeting is set with the State Engineer this Friday to find out what is needed. This will require additional engineering, with a not to exceed price of $3,000, but will not know the exact costs until after the meeting this Friday.
Manager Jones said that staff will be installing the necessary pumping modifications to the existing diversion structure, sometime in March. 
Additional Construction Engineering Costs

Manager Jones said originally Steve Jamieson had asked for a not to exceed $50,000 figure. After numerous meetings with Steve and Don the revised not to exceed price of $37,000 has been negotiated. He said the additional engineering time is a direct result of construction inefficiencies of the RCC placement and the past couple of weeks have been evident of that. It is a result of equipment breakdowns and the weather. Steve’s original contract estimate of $245,000 was based on the contractor’s representation last May that they would be able to do the RCC in thirty days; we are now at ninety days on RCC placement. 
Director Mefford said he and Director Collins have spent time looking through this and agrees with Manager Jones. Looking at what is required from an engineering standpoint and trying to deal with the cold weather and shorter days there is more work that has to be done. Every time they have to stop for cold weather they have to put down a new set of bedding concrete and start up again. Testing has to be done on each lift.  All of the inspections are necessary and all of the density testing to conform to State regulations has been completed and is in good order.
Motion:  Thereupon, motion made by Director Mefford and seconded by Director Daviess to approve W.W. Wheeler’s request for an extension in their not to exceed construction engineering budget to $37,000 for the scope of work that is in his letter (a copy is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment), plus $3,000 because of the State Engineer requesting a separate submittal for the proposed toe drain and downstream embankment fill, that is $40,000 total.
Discussion:  Director Strand asked if that was it. Steve Jamieson said he couldn’t foresee anything else right now. Manager Jones said W.W. Wheeler has a rate increase effective March 1, 2007, but will finish up this project at 2006 rates.  

The motion passed unanimously.

MINUTES

Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Stand and seconded by Director Mefford, the January 23, 2007 minutes are approved as corrected. The motion passed unanimously. 

LEGAL REPORT

Trespassing Claims

Attorney Beaton sent the Board an update on the trespassing claims. The Assistant District Attorney let him know that she unfortunately had to dismiss the claim against Mr. Horowitz because one of the witnesses was out of state. The claim against Mr. Massopust is still pending with the DA’s office.
Water Opposition Case – General Discussion

Manager Jones said it was Jay Montgomery’s opinion that the Board file two statements of opposition. One is the City of Lakewood that involves the Hodgson Ditch and the other is with Hiwan Country Club. Manager Jones said he did call Attorney Montgomery regarding the Hiwan Country Club and directed him to communicate to their counsel that this is a friendly filing of opposition at this point.  Attorney Beaton said the District’s water engineer looks at the proposed decree and engineering report and works with Attorney Montgomery to fashion terms and conditions to protect the District’s rights. 
Motion: Thereupon, motion made by Director Strand and seconded by Director Mefford the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors agreed to ratify filing a statement of opposition regarding Case No. 06CW277 and to ratify filing a statement of opposition regarding Case No. 06CW289. The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Air Force Property – Update

Manager Jones said he received and responded to Jefferson County’s referral package. A copy of the letter is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.  He said the letter included the five areas the District is concerned with. He said he met with the engineer for DPC and the developer and none of these areas seem to be an issue for them. The greatest one is the easement acquisition. The developer had a meeting with the Preserve HOA and his understanding is that it was positive. He said he also spoke to Bruce Epstein who had a concern that the easement be drivable so that the lines could be maintained. Manager Jones assured him that it would not be a gravel road and that it would be the same as everything else in Genesee. 
Manager Jones said DPC is waiting for the snow to melt to survey the existing conditions of the easement, to find out where the sewer line lays in relation to the easement. 
Membrane Filtration – Update
Superintendent McWilliams said he is continuing to research endocrine disrupters and gave the Board a fact sheet from EPA of the contaminate candidates list that it wants to regulate at some point in the future. Several chemicals on the list the District already tests for as unregulated contaminates. Most are solvents and pesticides, in which some do fall under the endocrine disrupter category. The specific ones like the pharmaceuticals and personal care products are not listed and he can’t find if or when they will be regulated by the EPA.  
Superintendent McWilliams said he will attend a meeting at the State Lab this week on emerging contaminates. This group can suggest candidates for future lists, however they are very slow. It takes seven years between getting contaminates on the list and then regulating them. 
Chair McNab asked what the possibility was of the Bear Creek Watershed Association initiating this kind of study. Superintendent McWilliams said he spoke to them and they basically said they didn’t have any money to do that sort of testing. 
Director Strand asked what the District gets for its $8,000 a year to the Bear Creek. Watershed Association. Manager Jones said a lot of testing on the entire stream and some administrative costs, but the biggest portion is testing. 
Director Strand said he appreciated Superintendent McWilliams interest and research. He asked Superintendent McWilliams to consider giving a small report at each Board meeting and for the Board to have an ongoing dialog to make sure the District is tracking safe drinking water.  Secondly, perhaps the Board can start making decisions on timing and type of advanced filtration if in fact it is necessary after staff gets experienced in working with the reservoir and see its benefits. 
Chair McNab asked if the USGS has the ability to do a study on Bear Creek. Director Strand said they did ask them and for around $30,000 to $35,000 they could do a study. Director Mefford said he would like the study to be initiated by someone like the Bear Creek Watershed instead of Genesee itself because is it not just an issue for Genesee. Chair McNab asked if Manager Jones could ask the Bear Creek Watershed Association for help since this impacts everyone in the basin. Manager Jones said he would call Evergreen’s manager to discuss this issue further.
Strategic Planning

The strategic planning session is scheduled for April 3, 2007, at 5:00 pm at the District Office. Directors Strand and Collins and Manager Jones will meet on the 12th of March to put together an agenda. 
NEW BUSINESS

Fire Hydrant Markers

Manager Jones said he was asked by the Genesee Fire Protection District to provide a letter stating the Water District has no objection to the type of fire hydrant markers the Fire District would like to install. A copy of this letter is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.
