A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors voted to excuse Director Collins from the January 24, 2006 Board of Directors meeting. The motion passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION – Attorney Timothy Beaton

Director O’Dell MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice on specific legal questions, including matters posing potential litigation, under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Mefford and passed unanimously.
Director O’Dell MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Mefford, and passed unanimously.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of December 2005 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of December 2005 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report - The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of December 2005 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

4th Quarter 2005 Discharge Report – Water Treatment Plant

No discharges were reported during the 4th Quarter of 2005.

Sanitary Sewer Overflows

Superintendent McWilliams said the District received a letter from the Compliance Assurance and Data Management Unit at the Colorado Department of Health and Environment requesting information on sanitary sewer overflows (SSO) experienced by the District over the last five years. The District has had six overflows during that period. Three were at Stonecrop, one at the Pine Drop Lift Station, one in North Bowl, below Chimney Creek and one on Mount Vernon Country Club Road, downstream of Ralston Elementary School. The Water Quality Control Division is evaluating maintenance practices of the sewer collection system for the prevention of SSO’s. Superintendent McWilliams will respond to their request. 

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye the Cash Disbursements for December 2005 were approved as submitted.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the reservoir cash status, the cash and investments and the financial recap reports for the month of December 2005 and the 2005-2004 4th Quarterly Comparison. 

Ms Schrimp said the District’s 2005 audit was scheduled to begin on Monday, January 30, 2006. 

RESERVOIR PROJECT

Update – Steve Jamieson, W.W. Wheeler & Associates
Steve Jamieson said since his last update to the Board he indicated that the State Engineer’s plan was to have the design documents approved by the end of December. The review was not yet completed. Mr. Jamieson contacted the State Engineer’s office and was told the delay was because of the time spent on answering questions and listening to concerns from a small group of opposers to the project. 

Mr. Jamieson provided the Board with a construction administration plan and a final draft of the design criteria and wanted to know if the Board had any comments. A copy of December’s project update is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Director Strand said the construction subcommittee has spent a great deal of time on this and feels comfortable that they covered all the important things; a safe and efficient facility. He said that as a member of the subcommittee he recommended approval. Chair McNab said it was comprehensive and well thought out. 

Mr. Knickel asked about the timing of the state’s approval and asked how many pre-qualified contractors there were and if they had received any plans from the design end. Mr. Jamieson said there were four pre-qualified contractors and he would not give them the bid documents until the state’s approval. Chair McNab asked how long the bidding process would take, Mr. Jamieson said he would like to give them at least four weeks to put their bids together.  All four contractors expressed an interest in the project. 

Mr. Jamieson said Mr. Haynes indicated to him that the design looks good and that he has only minimal comments. Mr. Knickel asked if there was any reason that the State Engineer’s comments wouldn’t be made public information?  Attorney Beaton said he thinks that is a matter for the State’s Engineer’s office to address since they are its comments.

Mr. Stanton, speaking as a resident of Bitterroot, he wanted to ask a few questions. His first question was regarding the normal level in the reservoir. Mr. Jamieson said the normal surface elevation is defined as the spillway crest. The District’s intention is to operate just below that through the pipe system so that they are not having routine spills. That also eliminates the need from having to construct a triple channel in the spillway. Manager Jones said there is enough volume on the top 12 inches to give them plenty of operating capacity. 

Mr. Stanton asked about the 24-hour per day schedule and how long that will last. Mr. Jamieson said it may be as long as two months and that it includes weekends. Mr. Stanton asked how this impacts the traffic on Highway 74? Chair McNab said the materials will be on-site and available for the contractor to mix concrete and place concrete and it is not a matter of trucks driving up and down the highway.

Mr. Stanton asked how noisy will this be at night. Mr. Jamieson said they might hear some back up alarms from trucks, but other than that it is a quiet operation. 

Mr. Stanton asked if they should be concerned over the limited amounts of fly ash used. Mr. Jamieson said no, the fly ash is contained within bins and delivered contained in trucks. Mr. Stanton asked what the fly ash does. Mr. Jameson said the fly ash replaces part of the cementitious mixture that helps to reduce the cost a little bit and helps the heat of hydration as the concrete sets up. It is commonly used in RCC dams. Mr. Strand said that once the RCC block of concrete is done, the RCC is then encased in structural concrete (no fly ash) around the entire dam.

Mr. Stanton asked about the blasting notices to nearby residents.  Mr. Jamieson said a sign will be posted 24 hours in advance of any blasting.

MAY 2006 REGULAR ELECTION

Resolution Appointing a Designation of Election Official and Authorization for Designation Election Official to Cancel Election

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Mefford, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District to appoint Mrs. Schrimp as the designated election official and authorization for designated election official to cancel election. The motion passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye.

Director Mefford left the meeting at this time.

MINUTES

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the Public Hearing on November 29, 2005 with the correction of two typographical errors found by Chair McNab.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the Public Hearing on December 1, 2002, which was the continuation of the November 29, 2005 meeting. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the December 13, 2005 as submitted. 

LEGAL

Proposed Settlement of Case No. 02004CW077

Attorney Beaton recommended the Board enter into a Stipulation and Agreement regarding Case No. 04CW77. A copy of the Stipulation and Agreement is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors authorized District attorneys to enter into a Stipulation and Agreement regarding Case No. 04CW77. The motion passed unanimously. Chair McNab abstained.

OLD BUSINESS

District’s Web Site

Director Strand asked for an update on the District’s web site. Ms Schrimp said she had a meeting with H2O as recommended by Director Strand.  H2O will submit a proposal for setting up a new web site and the cost of web software so that the District can update and maintain the web site in-house.  Ms. Schrimp will contact H2O again this week. 

NEW BUSINESS

Rothgerber, Johnson & Lyons, LLP (RJ&L) Agreement

Manager Jones said the District received a representation agreement from RJ&L. Attorney Beaton said the agreement meets his approval. 

Thereupon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand to authorize Manager Jones to sign the RJ&L agreement was passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye.

Resident Question. Who is RJ&L? Chair McNab said a law firm, Rothgerber, Johnson & Lyons was engaged to represent the District in the event of litigation. The District was threatened at the Public Hearing both before the planning commission meeting and at the Mount Vernon Country Club. The District has not been sued at this time. 

Resident Question. Have we paid them (RJ&L) any money? Chair McNab said no.

Resident Question. If there is no litigation involved, do we still have to pay this law firm? Chair McNab said the District only has to pay if they do work for us.

Sondermann/E-Squared Partners, Inc.

Director O’Dell said the District received a letter from Sondermann/E-Squared Partners, which is the PR firm the Reservoir subcommittee has determined to hire. Attorney Beaton he has looked at this agreement. The District asked for help in dealing with press inquiries and dealing with neighbors and residents by helping to write letters, etc. Legal counsel recommended the proposal include termination of services upon notice to the other and paying the bill of what is outstanding at that time. 

Resident Question. What funds will pay for this and was it authorized on the Bond Issue to do public relations?  Chair McNab said the funds would come from the reservoir fund, since that is the reason for this. The Board was authorized to build a reservoir and that is part of the reservoir. Attorney Beaton said he agrees.

Resident Question. Did the District send out an RFP? Director O’Dell said no. The reservoir subcommittee spoke to four firms and interviewed three firms. Director O’Dell and Director Mefford chose this firm based on criteria. This company can do a little of everything including news releases and lobbying. The subcommittee estimated that initial costs would be under $5,000 and if they are asked to do more than what the agreement indicates then they will give the Board an estimate before doing any work.

Thereupon motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Strand to approve the Sondermann/E-Squared Partners contract with the understanding that either party can terminate the relationship at any time. The only continuing obligation would be to pay for work that has already been complete, the motion passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye.

ADJOURNED

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
