A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

Also present were Scott Jones, General Manager; Debbie Schrimp, Director of Administration; John McWilliams, District Superintendent; Timothy Beaton, District Attorney; Steve Jamieson, W.W. Wheeler & Associates, Mark May, Special Counsel; Genesee Residents (Approximately 7). 

CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

MANAGER’S REPORT

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report for the month of December 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

E.Q.R. Report – The EQR Report was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Manager Jones said he recently received a call from DPC, owners of the Air Force property and they are now planning to develop the Air Force property with Genesee water and sewer. 

Director Strand asked Manager Jones to explain the unused EQR’s. Manager Jones said there is an assignment for all the District’s allocations. Director Strand commented that by reading the EQR report it suggests that if someone wanted to buy 35 or 40 taps the District does not have them. Director O’Dell said, no, that is not the case. The District has a service allocation of 1,542. The District’s total obligation now, including the ones that have not been developed is 1,407, which leaves 135 EQR’s per the County service plan.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Report – The Turbidity and Disinfection Report for the month of December 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report - The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Report for the month of December 2004 was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

4th Quarter 2004 Discharge Report – Water Treatment Plant

No discharges were reported during the 4th Quarter of 2004.

ADMINISTRATION REPORTS

Cash Disbursements

Thereupon, motion made by Director Collins and seconded by Director O’Dell was unanimously carried with Chair McNab voting aye the Cash Disbursements for December 2004 were approved as submitted.

Ms. Schrimp continued with a review of the reservoir cash status, the cash and investments and the financial recap reports for the month of December 2004 and the 2004-2003 4th Quarterly Comparison. 

Director O’Dell asked why the utility expenses were so much lower this year as compared to 2003. Ms. Schrimp said that Xcel Energy replaced several of the District’s meters and they have not billed the District for several months. Manager Jones said he has contacted someone at Xcel Energy to help find out what the problem is.  Director O’Dell asked Manager Jones which budgeted capital improvements were not done in 2004. Manager Jones said primarily it was the replacement of two PRV’s. 

Director Strand asked if the rate increase the Board approved is sufficient, and if not, does the Board need to incorporate that into it’s planning. Manager Jones said the projection he did using water rate projection, Scenario 3 should provide for an additional $65,000 to $70,000 in water service revenue even if 2005 usage were to be similar to that of 2004.

RESERVOIR PROJECT

Representatives of Affected Property Owners – Discussion

Mr. Gary Anderson said the Genesee Foundation’s appraisal is due to them on February 14th The Genesee Foundation Board will review the appraisal on February 17th and they plan to contact the District’s Board by February 21st. Mr. Anderson said the Foundation is approaching the January 28th timeframe when the open space access goes away on the previous authorization letter. He said yesterday they instructed Scott D. Albertson, Attorney for the Genesee Foundation to draft up an extension to that, because as of yesterday there was still dialogue going back and forth between the attorneys. 

Mr. Anderson said the Genesee Foundation does not want to interrupt the District’s access to the property. He said the Foundation Board would extend the previous authorization. He understands there is an urgency of maintaining access to the property. Chair McNab said the Board appreciates that very much. 

Update – Steve Jamieson, W.W. Wheeler & Associates

Mr. Jamieson said he is planning to start the fieldwork in March as soon as the District gets access to both properties. He said he has the hydrology report, but that it has not been submitted to the State’s Engineer’s office yet because they are drafting some new rules. Mr. Jamieson said the precipitation values may be reduced by as much as 10%. He said if he requests a waiver the State would probably grant a 10% reduction in the precipitation. Mr. Jamieson will revise the hydrology report accordingly. 

O’Dell asked Mr. Jamieson to discuss what the delay in getting access to the properties has done to the overall project timeline. Mr. Jamieson said it has caused about a three-month delay.

Resident Question. Could you give the residents an update as to Mr. Williams requesting four water taps and development of his land? Chair McNab responded that the Board has made Mr. Williams a counter proposal. Director O’Dell said Mr. Williams has the right build two houses on his land with wells and septic. Chair McNab said the Board has made a proposal to Mr. Williams that included as a precondition to the District’s inclusion that he is admitted into the Genesee Foundation first and that would require a vote of the people first. 

ADOPT 2005 RESOLUTION REGARDING POSTING FOR MEETINGS

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director O’Dell, seconded by Director Strand, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors voted to adopt the 2005 resolution regarding posting for meetings.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair McNab voting aye.

MINUTES

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins, December 14, 2004 minutes were approved as submitted. The motion passed unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS

Employee Handbook

Ms. Schrimp said all of the District’s employees have signed Appendix H, Mandatory Arbitration and Appendix F, Acknowledgement of Receipt and Review of Employee Handbook. A copy was filed in each employee’s personnel file.

Resident Question. Was the Employee Handbook something that the staff wanted or the Board wanted or both?  Chair McNab said the District had an employee handbook, but that it needed updated. He said if there were employee disputes they were to be arbitrated, but the District’s insurance carrier didn’t recognize arbitration as something it would pay for, so the process of going to the insurance company and getting them to change their policy to recognize arbitration took approximately one and a half years. 

NEW BUSINESS

Directors Collins and Strand asked to be excused from the February 22, 2005 Board of Directors meeting.

Director Strand asked the Board when they would like to begin discussing and planning the fee structure and what should the proper level of reserves be. He also asked how long it has been since the District raised its tap fees. Manager Jones said not since 1994.  

The Board decided to discuss and readopt the Drought Management Policy at the March meeting and to begin discussing and analyzing rates and fees at the April meeting. 

LEGAL REPORT

EXECUTIVE SESSION – Attorney Mark May

Director O’Dell MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of receiving legal advice on specific legal questions, including matters posing potential litigation, under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Strand, and passed unanimously.
Director O’Dell MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Collins, and passed unanimously.

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
