CALL TO ORDER

Chair McNab called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

PROPOSED ELECTION RESOLUTION NO. 2004-03

A. Proposition of creating general obligation indebtedness in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $8,000,000 to finance a new water storage reservoir and other improvements.

Attorney Beaton said the copy of Resolution No. 2004-03 that the Board received in their packet is consistent with the changes that were discussed at the last meeting.  He reminded the Board that once the Resolution is passed the Fair Campaigns Practices Act applies. 

Director O’Dell said that the Genesee Foundation has asked for additional information for the Genescene. He said they would publish the map of the two potential sites on the front page of the Genescene and any other information needs to be submitted to them by Friday, March 12th. The information published needs to be a non-campaign piece from the District that includes financial scenarios for the bonds. Director O’Dell wants the residents to understand the Board’s intentions even though the bond question has to include the maximum amounts. Director O’Dell and Mr. Elliot Actor will write a letter to the Editor as well. Ms. Schrimp passed out a notice to be published in the Genescene regarding general election information. Attorney Beaton said the District could provide factual information regarding the ballot question, again, once the Resolution has passed, any District activities or actions need to be reviewed by bond counsel. 

A conference call was made to Mr. Dee Wisor of Sherman and Howard, LLC.  Attorney Beaton explained to Mr. Wisor that the Board was reviewing the Resolution provided by him. Attorney Beaton said there was some discomfort with the bond question regarding the Tabor mandated language and that the Board had a couple of questions. Attorney Beaton said in light of the fact that the existing mill levy will go away in large part by 2006 and the Board understands that the taxes will not go up, the bond mandated Tabor language does not state that. Director O’Dell said his issue was no longer with the mandated language, but in the informational messages that the District is going to send out to residents. Director O’Dell asked Mr. Wisor if the District can show the residents the financial projections that the Board received from the bonding people and tell them how the $8,000,000 in bonds would be paid off and that this is how the present Board plans to pay off the bonds. Mr. Wisor said Yes, but after the Board takes action on the Resolution, the Fair Campaigns Practices Act becomes effective and to not spend any District money. He also said that when communicating to public never say, “Vote yes and here is why we need it, or “Vote No.” It is also possible that the Board may get a complaint. Director O’Dell said the Genesee Foundation Home Owners Association would print the information at their expense, but under the signature of the District. Mr. Wisor said that would be fine. He said the Board members could express the matter collectively rather than individually as long as they are not spending District resources. Board members can use their own time and resources and do what ever they think is best. Director O’Dell asked if the District has maps and other informational supplies could they be borrowed and used at a public function? Mr. Wisor said yes if they are available to any member of the public. Director Collins asked about the Walk Though of the lower Waste Water Treatment Plant site scheduled for tomorrow.  Director Collins said the letter notifying the residents of the Walk Though was included with February’s billing. Mr. Wisor said there was no problem to tomorrow’s function. Attorney Beaton suggested posting notice that the meeting tomorrow was a continued meeting from the current meeting and that it should be posted at the District’s three posting places. At this time the conference call with Dee Wisor was concluded.

Director O’Dell also said the Genescene will publish information from the three candidates if received by Friday, March 12th. Chair McNab said he would call Bruce Strand and let him know. 

Director Mefford said he knows there will be some opposition to the reservoir. Most of his neighbors are against the location, not the concept or the cost.

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Simmons the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors voted to approve Resolution No. 2004-03. The motion passed unanimously, with Chair McNab voting aye.

ENGAGEMENT LETTER FROM SHERMAN & HOWARD, LLC

A. For services in connection with a May 4, 2004 election and proposed issuance of Genesee Water & Sanitation District Obligation Bonds, Series 2004 estimated par amount $8,000,000.

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors voted to accept Sherman & Howard’s engagement letter dated March 2, 2004. The motion passed unanimously, with Chair McNab voting aye.

Attorney Beaton informed the Board that he would be out of town the week of the 23rd and not able to attend the Board meeting. He suggested Attorney Montgomery attend the meeting in his place, the Board agreed. 

MARCH 9, 2004 WALK THROUGH OF LOWER WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT RESERVOIR SITE.

Thereupon, motion made by Director O’Dell and seconded by Director Collins the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors voted to continue the meeting tomorrow at 4:00 pm at the Waste Water Treatment Plant March 9, 2004. The motion passed unanimously, with Chair McNab voting aye.

A. Discussion

Chair McNab began by saying that they plan to meet at 4:00 pm at the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Director O’Dell said he would like Mr. Jamieson to show them where the dam is planned to be, topography, and the high water marks. Manager Jones said that he and Mr. Jamieson have taken care of it and they have staked out the high water line at the 125 acre foot level in addition to stakes placed at the dam abutment locations.  Chair McNab said his intent was to let Mr. Jamieson lead the discussion and be mindful that this was an informational meeting.

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was temporarily adjourned until tomorrow at 4:00 p.m.
