ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item.  

DISTRICT BUSINESS

WATER & SEWER – SERVICE CHARGES, FEES & RATES

Manager Jones provided the Board a comparison of operating revenue and operating expenses as it relates to service fees.  Manager Jones stated that he was not proposing the District increase rates at this time, but wanted the Board to have an idea of how much more revenue the District would need for the sewer enterprise to balance expenses with service charges.  Manager Jones also reviewed the maintenance and repair expenses in regard to the additional expense from the sewer main break.  Chair Castle asked Manager Jones for his recommendation.  Manager Jones stated that water is holding its own, but sewer is not and may need to be adjusted at least every two years to get the District closer to a break even point. Manager Jones explained that this presentation is only one piece of the puzzle and the 5 year forecast better represents the overall revenue and expense of the enterprise.  Director Williams suggested that Manager Jones survey surrounding Districts to compare water and sewer rates, as well as tap fees.  Questions such as, “Are your current charges meeting your current expenses?” will be asked during the survey.  Further discussion of increasing sewer rates will be tabled until February’s Board meeting.  Directors Simmons and McNab requested additional information to analyze the District’s revenue sources.

ADOPT 2001 RESOLUTION REGARDING POSTING FOR MEETINGS. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors voted to adopt the 2001 resolution regarding posting for meetings.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

MINUTES

Manager Jones recommended one change on page 2, under District Commercial Insurance Package 4th full sentence, change to read “Included in the SDA quote is coverage for no-fault sewer back up.” Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Richardson the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the December 12, 2000 regular meeting and public hearing minutes as amended.

LEGAL REPORT

Jefferson County Recordation Process – 1298 Northridge Court.

Attorney Beaton stated he received a letter from Mr. Mauro dated December 12, 2000 in regards to the recordation issue. 

After discussion, upon motion made by Director Richardson, and seconded by Director McNab, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved into executive session for the purpose of obtaining legal advice.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson, and seconded by Director McNab, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to end the executive session and return to the regular meeting. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Chair Castle asked the Board to give direction to Attorney Beaton as to how to respond to Mr. Mauro’s letter rejecting the amendments proposed and reiterate the Board’s belief that there was no injury or harm from the recordation of the Settlement Agreement.  Director McNab also wanted to reference that the Board would not renegotiate the settlement that was already made.  

Adopt position regarding Intergovernmental Agreement with the Colorado Special Districts Property and Liability Pool, Commercial Insurance for the Genesee Water & Sanitation District
Attorney Beaton stated the resolution regarding the insurance pool that the  District decided to engage in at the last board meeting with the Colorado Special Districts Property and Liability pool has an intergovernmental agreement the Board needs to approve.  The District would then become a member of this insurance pool.  The Board will need to designate a representative and an alternative that is either an elected official or an employee.  Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams, and seconded by Director McNab, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors designate Manager Jones as the primary representative and Chair Castle as the alternative representative to the SDA Property & Liability Pool. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.  Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors adopted the resolution.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye approving the GW&SD to enter into the intergovernmental agreement with the SDA Property and Liability Pool and are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Indemnification Resolution for the Genesee Water & Sanitation District
Attorney Beaton reviewed the language changes in the resolution on page 3, Paragraph H, Effect of Other Insurance, Bond, or Indemnification Plan.  He stated that the prior language was contrary to a policy decision by the Board.  Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director  Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors rescinds the existing indemnification resolution and substitutes it with the proposed indemnification resolution. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye and are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Rockland Community Church – Draft Inclusion Agreement
Attorney Beaton reviewed the inclusion agreement with Rockland Memorial Community Church.  He stated that subject to the inclusion agreement and the expressed condition the church exclude its property from the Lookout Mountain Water District, there are two other provisions that require the Board’s attention.  He stated that on page 2, paragraph 3, The petitioner hereby recognizes and agrees that upon inclusion of the Property into the District, any and all water rights appurtenant thereto shall be transferred to the District by special warranty deed.  Paragraph 4, at the execution of the this agreement the Petitioner pay ½ of the tap fees estimated for the property and the remainder of the tap fees, as determined, be paid at the time of connection.  Correction to the third paragraph to include that they will effectuate the exclusion from the Lookout Water District within a six month period. Otherwise, the District’s approval of the inclusion will go away.  The Board suggested that the exclusion from Lookout Mountain be simultaneous to the inclusion and to the connection. Attorney Beaton will incorporate the above suggestions for the February Board Meeting.

MANAGER’S REPORT

E.Q.R. Report – The EQR Report was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. 

Water Withdrawn and Returned – The Water Withdrawn and Returned Report  was presented to the Board of Directors by Manager Jones and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports – The Turbidity and Disinfection Reports was presented to the Board of Directors by Superintendent McWilliams and are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Superintendent McWilliams reviewed for the Board the changes in the Certification Board’s requirements for obtaining and renewing certification.  They will contract with an independent entity to develop and administer certification exams.  Water distribution and wastewater collection certification is now mandatory. The frequency for renewal of certificates has been changed from five years to three years. Also, the fees for examinations and renewal of certificates have increased.  The Health Department has required that the District have a certified industrial wastewater treatment operator on staff to represent the plant for potential discharges.

The Influent Prior to Treatment Report and the Wastewater Discharge Reports 

Superintendent McWilliams reported that the December and Quarterly reports were not complete at this time and would be presented at the February Board meeting. 

ADMINISTRATION REPORT  

Ms. Schrimp presented the cash disbursements made during December 2000.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab seconded by Director Simmons unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Cash Disbursements for December 2000 were approved as submitted.

OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business. 

NEW BUSINESS

Wild Fire Danger

Chair Castle is concerned with the summer wild fire danger and wanted the District to have a plan.  Manager Jones stated that we are in constant communication with the fire department, but the best plan is that the District does not let the storage reservoirs go below 70% of capacity at any time during the summer. The District is in contact with the fire department regularly and if they think they are going to use a lot a water during the off hours, they are to call us. Chair Castle suggested the District have a written plan and further discussion will be postponed until the March meeting. 

Personnel
Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved into executive session for the purpose of discussing wages and proposed increases for 2001.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to end the executive session and return to the regular meeting. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab seconded by Director Williams unanimously carried with Chair Castle voting aye, the Board authorizes Manager Jones using his own discretion award salary increases with the general guideline the overall increase not exceed 6%.

ADJOURNED

There being no further business and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
