ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Director and First Vice President Richardson, acting in Chair Castle’s absence called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

DISTRICT BUSINESS

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors elected to excuse Chair Castle from the March 27th Board of Directors meeting.
WATER & SEWER – Service Charges, Fees & Rates – General Discussion

Manager Jones reviewed the five (5) year forecast, estimated revenues from water and sewer as it relates to the estimated operating expenses without capital expenses. He projected residential sewer revenue using 1345 beginning EQR’s plus 20 EQR’s growth and a flat rate of $50 per billing cycle. Office Commercial sewer revenue was projected on usage of $4.16/1,000 gallons. A graph was presented to show projected revenues from both residential and office commercial using $2.00 increments.  Manager Jones further stated if the Board decided to raise sewer rates at this time,  an increase to $54.00 from $50.00 or an 8% increase would be his recommendation, then if the operating deficit continued at the same rate throughout this year, possibly increase rates another $2.00 to $56.00 per bill next year.

Manager Jones then reviewed his material as it pertained to water revenue and expense projections.  Water projections were based on increasing the base charge by $2.00 per billing cycle and increasing the usage structure for gallons used. He used 2000 usage numbers for winter months and 1998 usage numbers for summer months. He presented the Board with five scenarios for increasing water rates and usage structure. Manager Jones further stated if the Board decided to raise water rates his recommendation would be to raise the base charge $2.00 per billing and change the structure and cost for high consumption by adding a block of 31,000 gallons and above at $5.50 per thousand. A general discussion regarding increasing rates continued.  The Board agreed that the District should pay as they go and to increase sewer rates at this time, but did not feel water should be increased at this time, but needs to be reviewed again, along with sewer rates next year.  Director McNab suggested that Manager Jones provide a chart showing the five year projected sewer deficit (after the transfer from government) and another chart below it showing how the $4.00 increase affects the sewer deficit.  A public meeting to discuss increasing sewer rates is scheduled for the next regular Board of Directors meeting on April 24, at the Vista Clubhouse. 

TEMPORARY IRRIGATION TAP – Entrance to Chimney Creek

Superintendent McWilliams explained that Ron Chase representing Chimney Creek I Homeowners Association requested a temporary irrigation tap for only one (1) year not two (2) years as defined by the District’s Rules and Regulations pertaining to temporary tap fees. Superintendent McWilliams reminded the Board that the physical tap already exists and the HOA would need to install a meter. Thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab, seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation Board of Directors voted to issue Chimney Creek a temporary tap for one (1) year at cost of $700. The motion passed unanimously.
