CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

DISTRICT BUSINESS

CONTINUED REVIEW OF DISTRICT RULES & REGULATIONS

Review of Sections 6,7, 8, 11 and 12 were discussed. 

Changes to Section 6.

Section 6.5 - fourth line change from preformed to performed.

Section 6.3 - add to the end of the second and third sentences “of the District.”

After discussion, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to adopt Section 6 as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Changes to Section 7.

Section 7.4

First sentence - delete “,before these lines are accepted by the District.”

Second sentence – change to “Proposed customers who have completed construction of main line extensions shall deed these lines, associated easements and all appurtenances to the District free and clear of all liens and encumbrances. Prior to construction of a main line extension the proposed customer shall plat or grant to the District appropriate easements and rights-of-way necessary to construct the same.  All easements shall be recorded at the proposed customer’s expense.”

Section 7.5

Third sentence - add “to pay” before “for completion of work.”

Fifth sentence - omit “daily” and “on lines.”

Section 7.6

Third sentence – Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton to review and check reference to same in Section 10. 

Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton will review Section 7 and discuss the Air Force scenario. They will present recommendations to the Board at the September Board meeting.

Section 8

All of the definitions should be in 8.2.3. and all of the prohibitions should be in 8.4.

Section 8.2.3 - Before a,b, & c. add “Prohibited sewage includes but is not limited to” and add to list a) “fertilizers, pesticides, herbicides, lubricating oil, diesel fuel, other hydrocarbon fuels, antifreeze, paint, organic solvents.

Section 8.3 - Add the word “prior” before approval of the Board.

Section 8.3.2 – Second sentence change to “Standard Methods for the Examination of Water and Waste Water.” (See Section 8.5, second sentence)

Add a subsection to 8.2.2. Special Sewage – Pool & Spa drainage.

Manager Jones and Attorney Beaton will review Section 8 and discuss the definitions and prohibitions.  They will present recommendations to the Board at the September Board meeting.

Section 11

After discussion, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to readopt Section 11 as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Section 12

Section 12.1 –First sentence change to ”No unauthorized person shall turn on service from, uncover, make any connection or reconnection with opening into, extend, use, alter or disturb any public water or sewer mains or appurtenances.  Omit the rest of the sentence.

12.2 – First sentence change to “In case of violation of these Rules and Regulations,” and end the first sentence at responsible person.  And start the second sentence with “Such payment should be provided to the District ….”

After discussion, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to readopt Section 12 as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Inclusion Guidelines will be postponed until the September meeting.

TERRACE SEWAGE LIFT STATION – Brad Simons with Jacobson Helgoth Associates

Existing Station – 

Manager Jones stated the primary reason for replacement of the station is age related as it is 25 years old and has reached the end of its useful life. He stated that there is minimal wetwell capacity and no holding capacity during power outages and is dangerous for maintenance operations.

Proposed Station – 

Mr. Simons stated that what they are looking to provide through the new lift station are new wetwell and drywell arrangements. The pumping dynamics are being designed to provide lower and more continuous flows to receiving gravity sewers thus reducing if not eliminating the creation of positive pressures in the gravity sewer and therefore reducing if not eliminating the venting of odorous sewer gases.  The increased wetwell size will provide additional storage during power outages and low voltage supply periods. An onsite power generator or natural gas fired back up pumping will be used during power outages, eliminating the potential for raw sewage overflow.  It is also recommended to increase the roadside parking to address all related and traffic and employee safety concerns. Lastly, a walk-in station access to address employee safety concerns. 

Site Options – 

Two site options were discussed:

1) Construction of the new station above ground with use of a self priming pump station could be accomplished on the current land of the old station. The cost is estimated to be $200,000.  

2) Construction of the new station below ground with use of a walk-in access off Genesee Ridge Road.  This option would require additional property to the east of the current facility located on Tract F and owned by the Genesee Foundation.  Tract F is Open Space property. The cost for this option is estimated to be $330,000.

Preliminary Design – 

The current lift station has to remain in operation throughout construction of the new station.

Mr. Simons stated that his recommendation to get the most flexibility for operating purposes as well as capacity when necessary is to go with four pumps total. Two each at 100 gallons per minute and one pump at 250 gallons per minute. That allows for one pump to always be running and eliminating the air problem that creates the odors. At some point in time the 2nd 100 gallon pump per minute will come on. For the peak hourly flows he suggested one pump (the fourth) at 500 gallons per minute similar to what the District has now at Pine Drop. This combination gives flexibility in operations in case there is a problem with one or two units. He stated that they did size the facility for a back up power generator and the discussion was to determine whether to go with a natural gas system or two small Wisconsin V4 engines that would be tied to the pumps. He stated that he is getting budgetary costs from Jim Bauer, with Canyon Systems for the V4’s versus the natural gas generator.  

Mr. Simons then pointed the Board’s attention to a schematic and discussed the difference between the two options.  One is going to cost more to build but less to operate and the other will cost less to build but more to operate.  Mr. Simons provided discussion on various options. Adding the structural stair step requires excavation and a little less concrete. The overall cost of Option 2 is maybe 10% more than Option 1.  Regarding the back up generator needed, the V4 engines will prove to be more efficient and reliable than a larger back up generator. The 500 gallon per minute units will be similar to what the District has at Pine Drop and is as good as they can get with a 50% efficiency. The largest cost of the station is the aesthetics because of its location. An above ground lift station with a wet well would cost a lot less.  

Replacement Schedule – 

Mr. Simons stated that funding is continuing to be requested through the Department of Local Affairs. He stated that the construction schedule he recommends avoids winter construction. The bidding will need to be done in late October or early November. If they start construction on March first then the project could be complete by June 2002. 

After discussion, the Board decided to wait until the September meeting to make a decision between Option 1 and Option 2 and that the above schedule was not a priority.  Mr. Simons suggested that a survey be done so that the Board could visualize how much property would be required and a profile to see what it would look like. 

Chair Castle asked that the Board initiate their discussions with the Foundation as well.  Director McNab suggested that presenting the District’s request now to the Foundation would be best so that all of their concerns and questions could be addressed now instead of later. The Foundation meets on September 4th and Director McNab, Chair Castle and Manager Jones will attend the meeting to present the District’s request for additional property owned by the Genesee Foundation.

MINUTES

After review and a brief discussion thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the June 26, 01 regular meeting as revised.

After review and a brief discussion thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the July 24, 01 regular meeting as submitted.  

LEGAL

GENESEE STORAGE & AUGMENTATION RESERVOIR #1 - Project Status

Attorney Beaton stated that he has not received a response from his letter to Hydrometrics indicating that they received the $1 dollar payment.  Mr. Simons stated that he called Dennis Kingery last week twice and left a message that he was attending the District’s Board meeting and wanted to confirm receipt of the above correspondence and what was his intended action. Mr. Kingery has not returned Mr. Simons call. 

OTHER INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

Inclusion Guidelines – 

Attorney Beaton stated that he wanted to give the Board a memo that addresses Inclusion laws and legislation. One of the issues the Board needs to address is if the Board wants to have any inclusion guidelines at all.  The legislature gave the Board the authority to deny or include properties at it sole discretion. Case law supports that notion.  He stated that in light of recent controversies and prior to the September Board meeting he will give the Board a memo regarding inclusion guidelines to review and decide what direction the Board would like to go.

Executive Session Procedures –

Attorney Beaton stated the enclosed memorandum was self explanatory and that the session procedures are described and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment. He suggested that the Board consider those circumstances when they think they will need an executive session in advance and what the rationale is for calling an executive session. 

Attorney Beaton suggested that he and Manager Jones prepare a records retention policy for the District for any past minutes and future minutes regarding executive sessions.
