ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

P. Dean Simmons

Director Castle stated that Director McNab informed her that he would be absent from the meeting. Thereupon, upon motion made to excuse Director McNab from the meeting. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Also present were Scott Jones, General Manager; Debbie Schrimp, Director of Administration; John McWilliams, District Superintendent; Timothy Beaton, District Attorney; James R. Montgomery, Attorney; Janet Marks, Liaison to the Genesee Foundation.

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

WATER RIGHTS ISSUES

Manager Jones’ spreadsheet presentation of the District’s predicted water use scenarios and John Patterson’s 8/4/95 revision on the District’s augmentation water requirements was discussed.

Executive Session

Director Richardson MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION for a conference with legal counsel for the purpose of receiving legal advice on a specific legal question under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(b). The motion was seconded by Director Williams, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.
Thereupon, after coming out of executive session, upon motion made by Director Williams to authorize Attorney Montgomery to act in accordance with the discussion regarding the pending water court case #94CW290. The motion was seconded by Director Simmons, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.
INCLUSION ISSUES

Chair Castle asked the Board for discussion regarding the proposed submitted addition to the inclusion guidelines.  

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson to add to the inclusion guidelines the language, “Whether the inclusion would allow an increase in the density of development on the property that would not otherwise be permitted in a manner that would have an adverse impact on owners of property within the District or the District itself.”  The motion was seconded by Director Simmons, and passed three votes in favor, one vote abstained and the fifth director was absent.
BUDGET FOR 2002

Manager Jones stated recent correspondence received from the Colorado Water Resources and Power Development Authority indicated the 1994 loan to the District was refunded and the net result was a reduction in future interest payments thereby decreasing the amount of property tax revenue the District will need for fiscal year 2002.

Additionally, Manager Jones stated that the mill levy was decreased based on the interest credit earnings received from the Colorado Water Resources and Power Development Authority during 2001 and the most recent specific ownership tax collected by Jefferson County. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson to authorize Manager Jones to adjust the mill levy to produce the amount shown on page 18 as revised of the 2002 Budget. The motion was seconded by Director Williams, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

WATER SUPPLY PROTECTION

Manager Jones stated that he has read several articles related to water supply protection and within the context of each, limiting access and securing facilities and vehicles is strongly encouraged.  The District has always maintained these practices.  Manager Jones stated that all District employees have updated photo ID’s. He also stated that the best defense for potential biological contamination is to maintain a free chlorine residual throughout the distribution system.  

Attorney Beaton suggested that the District check with other public water districts to see if they have an emergency preparedness manual or model that deals with either biological or chemical contamination.  Chair Castle stated that she would give Manager Jones the name of the person at Denver Water who deals with water security issues to call for additional information.  Manager Jones will initiate preparation of an emergency manual for the District to follow. 

PROPOSED 2002 ANNUAL SCHEDULE OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETINGS

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams to adopt the meeting schedule as presented by Manager Jones for 2002. The motion was seconded by Director Richardson, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the November 14th special meeting and public hearing meeting as revised.

LEGAL

Special District Election – May 2002

Attorney Beaton asked the Board if they wanted to include a question on the May ballot regarding the elimination of term limits. After a discussion, the Board decided not to include a ballot question to eliminate term limits. 

Clifton Gunderson, LLP

Attorney Beaton stated that the language in the engagement letter was written in a negative mode. He suggested that the District sign the engagement letter, but that a letter from the District be attached stating that the District will only work with Jack Schroeder and that it is only for one year. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson to accept the proposal of Clifton Gunderson for the 2001 audit only and include language in an accompanying letter to be drafted by Attorney Beaton to change auditors next year if so desired.  The motion was seconded by Director Williams, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Terrace Sewage Lift Station
Attorney Beaton discussed the grant of easement and agreement from Mr. Albertson which gives the District the right to the use of the .04 acre parcel for the lift station.  He stated that his recommendation to the Board is to approve the grant of easement and to go forward with executing it. 

Thereupon, upon motion made by Director Williams to enter into the grant of easement and agreement with the Genesee Foundation for Tract A1 which is the expansion of the Terrace Lift Station  The motion was seconded by Director Richardson, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.
