ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

Also present were Scott Jones, General Manager; Debbie Schrimp, Director of Administration; John McWilliams, District Superintendent; Timothy Beaton, District Attorney; Janet Marks, Liaison to the Genesee Foundation; Bradley Simons of Jacobson Helgoth Consultants.

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

DISTRICT BUSINESS

TERRACE SEWAGE LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT PROJECT

Mr. Bradley Simons of Jacobson Helgoth Consultants presented to the Board an illustration and explanation of the pumping system and floor plan for the Terrace lift station recommended by him and Manager Jones.  He stated that the proposed facility will operate more efficiently and be easier to maintain.  He also stated that he would be meeting with the architect, electrician, and geotech this week or the beginning of next week and would be able to give the Board architectural plans by the November 14th meeting.

Additionally, Mr. Simons briefed the Board about the District mapping project and how the July 22, 2001 aerial photo will be utilized as a basis for the project. He and Manager Jones stated that neither Ryan Babcock of the Genesee Foundation nor Jefferson County had anything on file the District could use to facilitate the process at this point in time.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Director McNab MOVED TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION first for the purpose for discussion of the lift station to discuss the purchase, acquisition, lease, transfer or sale of real, personal or other property interest under C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(a); and second for the purpose of receiving legal advice under C.R.S 24-6-402(4)(b) regarding inclusion matters; the motion was seconded by Director Richardson, and passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

Director McNab MOVED TO CLOSE THE EXECUTIVE SESSION and return to the regular open meeting was seconded by Director Richardson.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

PROPERTY ACQUISITION

The District’s Board of Directors directed Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones to move forward with the Terrace Lift Station design and pre-construction activities and to write a letter to the Genesee Foundation and to Scott Albertson informing them that the Board, after considering all advice that purchase of the required property in fee simple would not work for the District’s time line and therefore decision is made to rely on the easement already existing.  The letter should additionally state what activities will be occurring over the next several months, including the submission of plans to the ARC. 

INCLUSIONS

The Board of Directors directed Attorney Beaton to prepare language for consideration to amend the inclusion guidelines to take full advantage of the discretionary authority that a Board has with respect to inclusions. Chair Castle will provide Attorney Beaton with language for a suggested proposed addition to the inclusion guidelines dealing with density.  Inclusion guidelines will be discussed at the November 2001 Board meeting.

PROPOSED 2002 BUDGET – Update

Chair Castle asked the Board if there were any questions or comments regarding the 2002 proposed budget.  Manager Jones reviewed the changes made to the 2002 proposed budget from the last Board meeting.  The 2002 budget will be finalized and ready for approval at a Special Meeting and Public Hearing scheduled on November 14, 2001.
CONTINUED REVIEW OF DISTRICT RULES & REGULATIONS

Chair Castle asked the Board if there were any questions or comments regarding Sections Seven and Eight of the Rules and Regulations.  Director McNab added “operate and maintain” to the second sentence of 7.4. The District’s Rules and Regulations will be finalized and ready for approval at a Special Meeting and Public Hearing scheduled on November 14, 2001.

After discussion, upon motion made by Director McNab, and seconded by Director Williams, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors moved to adopt Section Seven and Eight as amended.  The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.

GENESEE STORAGE & AUGMENTATION RESERVOIR #1 – Project Cost

Manager Jones reviewed the storage and augmentation reservoir total project costs.  The project was completed substantially under budget. It was also noted that the project could have easily cost in excess of $100,000 more than what was paid out, however this does not take into consideration the amount of additional time District personnel had to spend on the project.

MINUTES

After review and a brief discussion thereupon, upon motion made by Director Richardson and seconded by Director McNab, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the September 28, 01 regular meeting as amended.

LEGAL

Buffalo Park Development Corporation
Attorney Beaton stated that Attorney Montgomery is waiting for a response from Buffalo Park as to Mr. Montgomery’s letter to know what the remaining issues are.  Attorney Montgomery will be invited to the December Board meeting to explain the status and proposed settlement of this case. 

Rockland Church Inclusion

Attorney Beaton stated that Rockland Church is moving ahead with its agreement with the District by excluding their property from the Lookout Mountain Water District.  This is to be accomplished either this year or early next year.  He also stated that Rockland Church has hired an attorney to help with exclusion and inclusion issues.
