ATTENDANCE 

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Genesee Water & Sanitation District of Jefferson County, Colorado was held as shown above, and in accordance with the applicable statutes of the State of Colorado with the following Directors present and acting:

CALL TO ORDER

Chair Castle called the meeting to order and opened for discussion the first agenda item. 

DISTRICT BUSINESS

PROPOSED 2002 BUDGET

Manager Jones began the discussion explaining this is a preliminary version of the proposed budget for 2002.  The Budget was delivered to the District’s Board of Directors on September 21, 2001. In accordance with the State Budget Law, the District’s Board of Directors will hold a public hearing in November at the Genesee Vista Clubhouse to adopt the budget and appropriate the funds for the ensuing year. Legal notice of this public hearing concerning the proposed 2002 Budget will be published in October 2001 in the Golden Transcript. 

Manager Jones stated that the Budget Message was updated to reflect the 2002 changes.

Further discussion continued regarding the budgeted capital expenses and capital improvements for 2002. Chair Castle asked how does the District determine what is a capital project and what is a capital expense.  Ms. Schrimp will get advice from the auditors and will write a description for each. 

Director Richardson asked about the budgeted amounts for employee salaries and benefits and felt they were markedly increased with regard to past benefits and raises.  Manager Jones stated these figures were based on base plus 6% and that these are budget numbers only and they include field operations overtime maximum estimates and an amount for a temporary summertime employee.

Three other items discussed under Enterprise operations were, an increase under general miscellaneous to replace the office carpet, election ballot expenses for 2002 and a new account added Reports and Newsletters for yearly publications.

Manager Jones stated a final 2002 Budget will be presented for the Board’s approval at the November 2001 meeting with any updates and/or changes being discussed at the October 23, 2001 meeting.

TERRACE SEWAGE LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT

Review of Discussion with Genesee Foundation Board – Property Acquisition

Director McNab stated that he and Manager Jones attended the Foundation’s Board meeting on September 4, 2001.  A memo regarding that meeting was written by Director McNab and is incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

Chair Castle asked Attorney Beaton and Manager Jones to identify for the Foundation the exact plat of land needed.  Attorney Beaton will advise Manager Jones on whether the property should be obtained by easement or by fee. Attorney Beaton will notify the Board of their decision by memorandum. Manager Jones stated that there may be similar requests made by the District in the future for the relocation of other District owned facilities including several PRV stations. 

Attorney Beaton suggested that at the October meeting the Board discuss and get legal advice in executive session pertaining to acquisition of property.

Engineering Agreement for Project
Manager Jones stated that Mr. Simons prepared an engineering agreement for the Terrace Lift Station replacement project and that it is an addendum to the original agreement the District used for the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  
Attorney Beaton suggested that Attachment Number Three, Amendment Number Eight include a fee schedule that addresses the construction administration services since it is on a cost reimbursable basis. 

After review and a brief discussion thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Simmons, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the forms of agreement for the Terrace Lift Station improvements subject to the attachment of a fee schedule and further  review from staff and counsel. The motion passed unanimously with Chair Castle voting aye.  The amendments to the agreement between Jacobson Helgoth Consultants, Inc. and the Genesee Water & Sanitation District are incorporated within and made part of these minutes by attachment.

MINUTES

After review and a brief discussion thereupon, upon motion made by Director McNab and seconded by Director Richardson, the Genesee Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors approved the minutes of the August 28, 01 regular meeting as corrected.

Inclusion Guidelines 

Attorney Beaton referred to a memo he distributed and suggested that the Board discuss and get legal advice in executive session regarding inclusion of property at the October meeting. 

Rules & Regulations 

Attorney Beaton stated that he and Manager Jones will continue working on the Rules & Regulations and plan to have them finalized by the November meeting. 

Buffalo Park Development Corporation
Attorney Beaton reviewed Attorney Montgomery’s and Attorney Mehren’s letter regarding the Buffalo Park case.  Attorney Montgomery will be invited to the October Board meeting to explain the  status and proposed settlement of this case. 

Terrace Lift Station

Attorney Beaton stated he would develop a memorandum regarding the liability issues associated with the operation of District’s facilities and also information regarding negotiation of acquisition of property for the October meeting.
